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Mr. F.R. “Joe” Call serves as Strategic Advisor to the Assistant 
Commandant for Intelligence and Criminal Investigations, U.S. 
Coast Guard.  He previously served as Executive Assistant to the 
Deputy Assistant to the President for Combating Terrorism.   
Prior to his National Security Council Staff assignment, he was 
Chief, Intelligence Compliance and Oversight, U.S. Coast Guard 
Intelligence Directorate and the Executive Assistant to the 
Assistant Commandant for Intelligence.  Mr. Call served briefly as 
a consultant with the Anteon Corporation and Booz, Allen and 
Hamilton, working Homeland Security.  He was personally 
selected to serve as a member of the Coast Guard Maritime 
Homeland Security Task Force in the weeks immediately following 
the September 11th terrorist attacks.
