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Per curiam:

Appellant was tried by general court-martial, military judge alone. Pursuant to his pleas
of guilty, entered in accordance with a pretrial agreement, Appellant was convicted of one
specification of violating 18 U.S.C. 2252A by possessing child pornography, in violation of
Article 134, Uniform Code of Military Justice. The military judge sentenced Appellant to
confinement for fifteen months, reduction to E-1, and a dishonorable discharge. In accordance
with the pretrial agreement, the Convening Authority mitigated the dishonorable discharge to a
bad-conduct discharge, otherwise approved the sentence, and suspended confinement in excess

of twelve months.
