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July 16 marks the 50th anniversary of the first atomic bomb tested
in the New Mexico desert at Alamogordo. On Aug. 6, the Enola Gay
- dropped the bomb on Hiroshima; three days later, another one was
dropped on Nagasaki, bringing World War II to a halt shortly thereafter.
The Defense Nuclear Agency (DNA) reveals that 178 Coast Guard per-
sonnel have been classified as “atomic vets” in that they
directly participated in the nuclear tests held from 1946 through
1962. In addition to the 178, a May 1995 inquiry by The Reseruvist
indicates that some Navy personnel who later transferred to the
Coast Guard are also atomic vets. Coast Guard participation by test and
year is shown in the box below. The following story describes the nuclear
tests witnessed by Coast Guard Reservist CAPT Tad D. Kelley during the
1950s while serving as a radarman in the Navy aboard USS Epperson
and USS O’Brien. Despite Kelley’s willingness to talk about the tests
openly, the Epperson’s log from that time revealed little about any of the
tests.

CAPT Tad D. Kelley, the memories
were very personal indeed as he had
participated in six atmospheric ther-
monuclear tests and one submerged
atomic detonation.

He said of one test, “I was told
you'll see a flash. What happened
next was incredible. Though night,
the world lit up. It was frightening.
We hit the deck. When we stood up,
we were hit by the blast wave.”

In 1989, he received a statement
of presumptive compensation from
DNA. It warned that if he developed
any of 13 radiological diseases, the
presumptive cause would be the
bomb. I've often wondered how this
affected his psyche. His wife, Joan
Kelley, isn’t certain, but she believes
he probably suffered nightmares
from his nuclear experiences. If he
did, he certainly never let it affect
his fierce dedication to his country.
As Mrs. Kelley stated, “Tad’s atti-

tude was that being there was his
job — just one aspect of many.” He
never questioned the government
that sent him and his fellow ship-
mates into harm’s way, his country
needed him there so he trusted and
went.

“he second test, ROMEO
" (see front cover) on March
M. 27,1954, is probably the
test that the captain described as so
frightening. Its force (11 megatons)
was almost as strong as BRAVO’s,
but this time the horror was only 37
miles away. At 6 p.m., Epperson
received fallout with intensities of
25 mr/hour (roughly equivalent to
the exposure from a total body X-ray
each hour). An hour later, the ship
left the area to avoid unnecessary
personnel exposure. In addition, the
ship’s water wash down system was

activated to wash
fallout overboard.
Epperson contin-
ued to report
readings of from
eight to 15
mr/hour for the
next two days.

The 110-kiloton
KOON shot on
April 7, 1954, was
the least powerful
atmospheric test
experienced by
Epperson, but the
ship was only 23
miles from ground zero. Three
remaining tests varied from 1.69
megatons to 13.5 megatons with
Epperson 123 to 220 miles away.

On May 14, 1955, while stationed
on O’Brien for OPERATION
WIGWAM, the captain got to experi-
ence the effects of a 30-kiloton
nuclear depth charge. It was deto-
nated at a depth of 2,000 feet in
water that was 16,000 feet deep.
O’Brien was five miles upwind from
the shot.

During the first three seconds
after detonation, the radioactive
debris was contained within the ini-
tial bubble formed by the interaction

of thermal energy with the water.

At 10 seconds after detonation, these

gaseous products began to reach the
surface, forming spikes and plumes
reaching heights of 900 to 1,450 feet
above the ocean and emerging from
an area roughly 3,100 feet in diame-
ter. As the plumes fell back into the
water, a large cloud of mist was
formed. This was the base surge
which, at 90 seconds after detona-
tion, had a radius of 4,600 feet and a
maximum height of 1,900 feet. The
visible surge persisted for four min-
utes. At 13 minutes, a foam ring
appeared with a 10,400-foot diame-
ter. The area within this ring
approximated the extent of contami-
nated water. Average exposure for
crew members was 129 milliroent-
gens.

f these shots, the first

test, the 15 megaton

BRAVO device, turned out
to be much more powerful than
anticipated. Over 7,000 square
miles were contaminated to such
extent that avoidance of death or
injury would have depended upon
evacuation or taking protective mea-
sures. Lesser, yet still significant
exposures existed over an additional
200,000 square mile area which was
officially designated as the “danger
zone.” Appreciable radioactive conta-
mination was found 300 miles down-
wind from the explosion. Wind
directions, of course, can change at
any time.

Such facts had to play on the

minds of all who steamed so close to
the ROMEOQO, KOON and WIGWAM

Local fire-
men and volunteers, who call them-
selves “saltwater cowboys” herded
about 150 horses toward the narrow
channel between Assateague and
Chincoteague. The round-up was
timed between high and low tide
when the water is calmest. Young
foals and pregnant mares were
transported across the channel on
barges.

After a brief rest, the horses were
paraded down Main Street to the
town fairgrounds. There they were
checked by veterinarians before
being auctioned off the following
day. According to SN Rob Bonham,
many people buy the horses, then
donate them back to their natural
habitat.

For Lee Boyle, the event was nos-
talgic. A Coast Guardsman during
World War II, Boyle belonged to the
Mounted Beach Patrol at Bethany
Beach, Del.

“We came down in December to
volunteer for duty,” recalled Boyle.
“We'd patrol the beach on horseback
from sunset to sunrise. We had pass-
words and counter words and carried
Enfield rifles. We thought there was
a real threat.” Patrols were stationed
along the coast from Maine to
Florida before being disbanded in
early 1945.

Station Chincoteague is fortunate
to take part in this bit of living histo-
ry. The wild ponies of Chincoteague
tie us to our past. Like the tidal ebb
and flow through these marshes,
each passing year gives participants
reason to pause, to honor tradition,
and to renew their appreciation for
the natural resources that represent
our future.

The PDEs will be mailed out by the Pay
and Personnel Center in early August.

When reviewing your PDE, make sure
all the information is current, especially
your OPFAC, personal information, and
exam board information. With the large
number of Reserve units closing or changing
commands this year, make sure all cred-
itable awards earned prior to July 1, 1995,
have been updated and credited.

The Reserve SWEs for SCPO and MCPO
has been revised. Beginning with the
October 1995 Reserve SWE, the current
problem solving and language skill sections
will be deleted and will be replaced with an
expanded Military Requirements (MRN)
section. These examinations will now consist |
of 80 professional rating questions and 70
Military Requirement questions. MRN ques-
tions will be based upon current MRN Quals
and Coast Guard Human Resource
Management Programs, (Diversity, Ethics,
Wellness, TQM principles, Gender Equality,
and the Commandant’s new goals and objec-
tives).

[N THE COAST GUARD INSTITUTE

id you know that in 1994 the
Coast Guard Institute received
. 843 requests to aid Coast Guard
.. members in the pursuit of vari-
\"-‘%\ ous college degrees? Or that
by December 1994, 24
Bachelors and 40
Associate Degrees were
awarded to these
=3 hardworking individu-
als? All this happened
® with the help of the Coast
Guard’ s Voluntary Education Program — and nearly
200 fully-accredited universities offering thousands of
courses through independent study, video and audio
cassette. In fact, as an undergraduate, there are over
150 subject areas to choose from regardless of your loca-
tion. For graduate studies, master’s degrees can be
awarded from 49 universities in 93 subject areas, and
doctorates can be earned from 12 universities.

The educational services offered by the Institute are
many, but perhaps the most important is the External
Degree Program. For example, did you know that the
Graduate Record Exam (GRE) can be taken in lieu of
college courses? Using video tapes ordered through the
Institute may also properly prepare you for the GRE.

o
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How it works

First, members and dependents who have earned 30
credit hours or more need to get an External Degree
Application via their active duty Educational Service
Officer (ESO). A copy can be reproduced from your
active duty ESO and The ESO’s Guide to Voluntary
Education Programs for Coast Guard Service Members
and Dependents. The applicant will receive an education
evaluation with one to three plans for degree comple-
tion. It’s an easy to understand printout telling you
what credits you have earned and the best way to uti-
lize them.

In addition, many courses you take for rate training
may be used as college credits. Credits from “correspon-
dence courses and A-Schools” are in many cases applica-
ble to a degree. Furthermore, Carolyn Smith,

Should you desire to know what rate-related courses
count toward your degree, the second half of The ESO’s
Guide provides an in-depth listing which gives the rec-
ommended credits for each rate and/or instruction. The
only draw back is that the Institute can only service
those Coast Guard members and dependents with 30 col-
lege credits already earned (to exclude credits earned
from military training). This is necessary to ensure a
“sincere desire to pursue a degree.”

If you have not obtained 30 college credits,
“Degreetrak” will evaluate your experience for a fee. An
application may be obtained from and submitted to
Project World Class of Lynchburg, Va. To receive an
application, call 1-800-852-5277 (expect a fee). Also, you
can fill out the Self Evaluation form in the second half of
The ESO’s Guide....

Perhaps the best benefit is that the Institute simpli-
fies complicated procedures. For example, some other
services are:

e Estimation of Financial Costs — informs you what
you can expect to pay for college.

e Computerized Search for Monetary Assistance —
can help you find scholarships, grants, and loans.

¢ College Choice Survey — where information is
taken in regards to your college preferences to help deter-
mine the best college for you.

¢ Video/Audio Tapes and Software Evaluation —
Institute provides feedback as to cost and quality of tape.

All forms related to these services can be obtained
from your active duty ESO.

Make sure it’s DANTES/Institute approved

It is important to remember only those colleges or uni-
versities approved by Defense Activity for Non-tradition-
al Education Support (DANTES) or The Coast Guard
Institute are recognized by the Coast Guard. This pre-
vents you from spending time and money on schools
which are not recognized by certain state and/or federal
educational bodies. ESOs should pay particular atten-
tion to those needing tuition assistance and those
wanting to attend Officer Candidate School. If you have
a question about a particular school, call (405) 954-
7241/7239. The Coast Guard is willing to help you obtain
your degree and will provide guidance and information
on specific external degree programs before you invest
your time and money. Your point of contact is your unit’s
ESO and The ESO’s Guide mentioned above.

The Voluntary Education Program is outlined in
ALDIST 102/94 (COMDTNOTE 1560). Reservists and
dependents are eligible to participate in many of these
programs. Check with your ESO for details. < .

The Council submitted 18 papers
to DOD on quality of life issues

effecting Guard and Reserve enlisted
members. A couple of examples are
commissary privileges, Space-A priv-
ileges, and loss of BAQ entitlements
for periods of less than 30 days of
active duty.

The Council meets on a regular
schedule and in April we were hosted
in two locations. In Orlando, Fla. we
held an all services’ town meeting at
the Navy Training Center. We had
several VIPs in the audience includ-
ing the D7 CEA, MCPO Steve
Spencer, and the D7 Reserve CEA,
MCPO Ron Horrocks. I would like to
thank them for all their support dur-
ing my D7 visit.

The big highlight for the Council
was a visit to Coast Guard Station

Two items of interest occurred in
May that I wanted to mention. First,
the May 1 advancements looked very
good. It serves as a reminder that
you are in charge of your career, so
keep studying and taking those
Servicewide Exams (SWEs).

Second, PSU 305 participated in
Allegiant Sentry 1995 in Cape May,
N.J. I would like to thank all the
Coast Guard Reservists that were
there, as the weather conditions were
difficult and the training was con-
ducted over many long hours. I came
away from Cape May proud of the
enlisted community for their flexibili-
ty along with the professional
attitude of “tell us what you want £z
and we can make it happen.”
