This letter is to express our most sincere appreciation for the work your men did for Sonoma County Wildlife on November 24th.  Not only did they save us thousands of dollars, we also received a gift of humanity that cannot be exceeded by any amount of money.

After the men left on Saturday, I walked around until it got dark and could no longer see. I was filled with gratitude and appreciation that is hard to express in words.  I could see all the projects that had been sitting unfinished because of lack of help and funding, and were now complete and ready to accept the wildlife we care for.  It would of cost us over $2,600.00 if it had not been for the 37 men who showed up to volunteer their time, talent, and experience. 

The projects started and or finished are as follows:  moving the bat enclosure into place for our red-tailed hawk Spirit to stay temporarily until his enclosure is built, moving the isolation unit into place for the raccoons, starting the trails through the Wildlife Community, completing the 8x8x7 ft fox den, starting the 8x8x7 ft coyote den, finishing the irrigation for the fox and coyote enclosures, moving the 500 peeler cords to a new storage location so we can begin work on our outdoor classroom, painting the ADA bathroom and hallways so we can pass permit inspection and be able to start receiving wildlife on site, sheet rocking and prepping garage so it can be used as our main animal care area, and planting bulbs and other landscaping projects.

It took quite a leader to make all of this happen. I was truly amazed by Will Casey’s leadership skills. He is a confident, calm and respectful leader. His men were very organized, and carried out their tasks with skill and pride. I learned a lot just watching Will and consider him a great role model. 

While being among all of this sharing and giving, I got to see the young men make decisions together, and come up with ways to get things accomplished more efficiently. I heard a few of the men call and invite their wives and children to help next time, and others said they would like to come back again, as we have at least a year of projects left to do.

I would like to invite you here to see our facility. I can show you everything your men did to help us.
