Preparing for Travel & Stay at TRACEN Petaluma


	Tips for Travel & Packing
	Here are some tips on how to plan for your stay at Training Center Petaluma.

· Make all transportation arrangements early.  Plan on delays in to and out of San Francisco International Airport.

· Bring sufficient uniform items to meet the requirements of the school you are attending.  A full sea bag is required for “A” School students.

· Bring sufficient cash or other monetary support.

· Bring a light jacket or sweater.  Even our summer evenings are usually rather cool.

· Students are encouraged to bring their own sporting equipment, especially those staying for a long period of time, for activities such as biking, softball, baseball, tennis, skateboarding, etc.

· Students are allowed to have personal phones and TV's in their rooms. However, you must bring these items with you or purchase them here.
· Towels are not provided in the barracks.  Students must bring or purchase their own.

· Pack judiciously.  Storage space in the barracks is limited.

· Due to limited storage, students are STRONGLY discouraged from bringing weapons, ammunition, or gunpowder on board.  All weapons, ammunition, and gunpowder MUST be registered and stored at the Police Department before proceeding onto the Training Center.

· If you encounter any trouble en route, call the Training Center Police Department at (707) 765-7215 and explain your situation.

	Student Rules & Guidelines While Onboard the TRACEN

IMPORTANT

INFORMATION!
	Keep these general student rules and guidelines in mind during your stay at Petaluma.  For further information on student rules refer to the base and barracks regulations provided by the MAA staff and School Chiefs.
· No alcohol is allowed in the barracks (Horsley Hall, Steadman Hall or Harrison Hall).

· Civilian visitors are only allowed during visiting hours in the front waiting and recreation areas of Horsley Hall.  Visitors must be sponsored by a member of the barracks and sign in and out with the MAA/DMAA at the front desk.  Visiting hours are Sunday through Thursday from the time liberty is granted to 2200 and Friday and Saturday from the time liberty is granted to 2400.  Civilians are not allowed anywhere in Steadman Hall or the barracks rooms of Horsley Hall.  

· When a member of the opposite sex visits a barracks room the door must be kept open at no less than a 90 degree angle.  No intimate contact or sexual relations are allowed in the barracks at any time.
· Driving while over the legal blood alcohol limit or drinking underage incurs very serious consequences including expulsion from school.

· Fraternization between “A” and “C” School students is not allowed.  Likewise, “A” and “C” School students may not fraternize with disenrolled students.

· In case of medical or other emergency while on base, dial 9-911 (while on base you must first dial 9 to get an outside line).

· Carry an extra copy of your orders.  Until students receive rations-in-kind cards, they must present a copy of their orders to the cashier at the Galley (Haley Hall).  Note:  The copy presented to the cashier should show the time and date you reported.

San Francisco International Airport offers direct ground transportation to Petaluma.  The USO lounge is open 24 hours and is located in the South Terminal.

Oakland International Airport also offers direct ground transportation to Petaluma.  The USO lounge is on the second floor of Terminal 1 and open 0900 - 1700, Monday through Friday.

Santa Rosa Airport has scheduled airline service, but because ground transportation, other than taxi, is not available, it is NOT recommended as a gateway to Petaluma.

Departs every hour at 15 minutes passed the hour beginning at 0515.  Last pick up is at 0015.  Exception: There is no run at 2315.

Outside the baggage claim area, from the area marked by blue posts.  

From Oakland

Departs every other hour on the hour beginning at 0800.  Last pick up is at 0000.

Transit stop directly outside the baggage claim on the center isle.

· Cost is $18 for a one-way ticket (ask for a military rate).  Note: This is the military discount price.  Military prices must be requested and verification, with military ID, is required.  The cost is reimbursable.

· Drop-off point in Petaluma is the Petaluma Fairgrounds at Petaluma Blvd., North.

After arriving in Petaluma, take a taxi or the liberty van to the Training Center (see liberty van schedule).

	Getting from Petaluma to the Training Center
	Taxi XE "Taxi" :  The ride is approximately 20 minutes, and costs approximately $30.  The cost of the taxi is reimbursable, so keep your receipt.  Take the Taxi directly to Horsley Hall.
Training Center Liberty Van XE "Training Center Liberty Van"  provides transportation between the Training Center and various points in Petaluma.  This service is for students during their stay at Training Center Petaluma (after checking-in and prior to departure), but may be used by arriving students on a space available basis only.  Due to capacity limitations, personnel traveling under orders should be prepared to take commercial transportation.  If the liberty van is utilized while traveling under orders, your orders must be stamped as such upon arrival.  These policies are not affected by the pay grade of the rider.  Dependents are not authorized to ride the liberty van.

	Arriving by Personal Vehicle or Rental Car
	Upon arrival at Training Center Petaluma you must have the following items in your vehicle or in your possession at all times:

· Valid Proof of Auto Insurance XE "Insurance" .  You are required to have liability coverage on your vehicle.  If you do not have proof of insurance in your possession or do not have insurance you will not be allowed to drive your vehicle on to the base.  You will be required to park your vehicle next to the base police building until you can show proof of insurance.

	Arriving By Personal Vehicle or Rental Car, Continued
	· Vehicle Registration XE "Vehicle Registration" .  The vehicle does not need to be registered in your name, but your name must appear on the insurance policy.  You will need a copy of the Rental Car agreement. 

· Military ID and Driver's License.

If you are driving a motorcycle to Training Center Petaluma the following is required to operate the vehicle on base:

· Proof of completion of a certified State or National Motorcycle XE "Motorcycles"  Safety Course 

· Valid State driver’s license with motorcycle endorsement;

· Headlight on while driving;

· Motorcycle shall be equipped with rear-view mirrors;

· Driver and passenger must wear a DOT approved helmet properly fastened under the chin;

· Properly worn impact or shatter resistant eye protective device; and

· Glasses, goggles, or a full face shield attached to the helmet – Windshield or fairings are NOT adequate eye protection.
Motorcycle XE "Motorcycles"  drivers and passengers are strongly encouraged to wear the following:

· Leather footwear with over-the-ankle coverage;

· Leather, full-fingered gloves, trousers, and long-sleeved shirt or jacket; and

· High visibility (retro-reflective) outer garments.

	Take Highway 101 to Petaluma.  Petaluma is approximately 30 miles North of San Francisco.  Take the East Washington Street exit.

	Head west on East Washington Street about 10 miles to Tomales Road.  Note:  East Washington Street becomes Bodega Avenue after it passes through Petaluma. 	Uniforms XE "Uniforms" 
	Coast Guard Uniform Regulations, including grooming standards, are strictly enforced at Training Center Petaluma. You are required to check-in wearing a uniform.
Uniform of the Day for "A" School students:

· Winter (November through February):  Undress Blue Uniform w/garrison cap, long sleeve shirt and tie.

· Summer (March through October):  Undress Blue Uniform w/garrison cap and short sleeve shirt.

Note:  The summer uniform may be optional throughout the year at the School Chief’s discretion.  “A” School Chiefs may require other uniforms for specific events.

	“A” School students will be assigned to 3-person rooms in Horsley Hall.

“C” School students may be assigned to 2 or 3 person rooms in various barracks depending on the course they are attending, their rank, and the availability of rooms.

Note:  Students must bring towels, as they are not issued.

Students, E-7 and above, will be assigned to 2-person rooms in the BOQ/CPOQ, Harrison Hall, if at all possible.

Washing machines and dryers are available free of charge in the barracks.  Soap and bleach are not provided, but are available at the Mini-Mart.  Only powdered bleach is allowed in the barracks.

	Temporary lodging is available for visitors, or for those awaiting housing.  There are two separate guest housing locations available:

· Consolidated Club Guest Housing:  Eight rooms are available adjacent to the Consolidated Club.  These rooms are extremely small and not recommended for long stays.  They have private showers and are equipped with either bunk beds or queen-size beds.

· Building 124 Guest Housing:  There are ten spacious rooms available.  Bathroom facilities are located at the ends of the corridor, which are shared with other residents.
