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Prepare. Plan. Stay Informed.
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For nonessential and nonemergency personnel, the preference is generally evacuation. Installation procedures designate

· someone to decide between evacuation and shelter,

· a means to notify employees both on and away from the facility, and

· for shelter-in-place scenarios, someone to decide when to subsequently evacuate or give an “all clear” signal.

Sometimes, because of the immediacy of the danger or other circumstances, evacuating or even moving to a designated shelter may be impractical. In these instances, you may be directed to shelter in place, that is, to take temporary protection in a structure or vehicle—typically your workplace or residence—that is not certified, insured, or staffed for emergency conditions.

On an installation, shelter-in-place wardens may be designated and emergency supplies may be available, but preparing your residence is your own responsibility.

· Have an emergency supply kit ready.

· For some types of airborne dangers, sheltering in place will be more effective if the airspace can be sealed. Consider precutting plastic sheeting to seal windows, doors, and air vents.

Any of the following emergency warning procedures may alert you to shelter in place—
· A voice announcing system using exterior and interior speakers (“Giant Voice”)

· “All-Call” telephoning—an automated system for sending recorded messages, sometimes called “reverse 9-1-1”

· Emergency Alert System (EAS) broadcasts on the radio or television

· NOAA Weather Radio alerts

· Residential route alerting
Heading
· Bring everyone safely inside to an interior room with as few windows and doors as possible.

· Close and latch all doors and windows.

· Have an emergency supply kit accessible.

· If you see large amounts of debris in the air or if local authorities say the air is badly contaminated:

· Turn off all air-handling equipment.

· Close air vents and fireplace dampers.

· If possible, seal windows, doors, and air vents with plastic sheeting.

· Listen to radio or television for further instructions.

· When the “all clear” is announced, open windows and doors, turn on ventilation systems, and go outside until the building’s air has been exchanged with the now clean outdoor air.
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It is your responsibility to understand the mass notification system at your installation and, when notified, be prepared.





In addition, you are expected to get an emergency supply kit and understand the roles and responsibilities of emergency.
