City Technology supplies CO sensors to manufacturers of gas detection instruments including 3M, BW Technologies, Industrial Scientific, Crowcon, Telegan Gas Monitoring, and others. The defective CO sensors may pass calibration and field bump tests, but may fail without warning to detect CO gas in the sensing environment. The recall affects City Technology 4CF Carbon Monoxide sensors with serial numbers between 10199194 to 12844839.

I have located links to several manufacturer customer notifications, but this list may not contain the manufacturers of all defective instruments. I recommend that you contact the manufacturer of any single or multi-gas instrument with a CO sensor to determine if the instrument is affected by this recall, and for detailed instructions on replacing the defective sensors. I strongly recommend that you assume any CO detection instrument is defective and do not rely upon its gas concentration readings until you have verified it does not contain a recalled CO sensor.
