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General Information:
Station Eatons Neck is Located in Northport NY, a quaint, thriving waterfront village settled in the early 1600s. We're located in Suffolk County, part of the famous "Gold Coast" on Long Island’s North Shore.  Northport is located on the North Shore of Long Island, approximately 40 miles east of Manhattan. The Long Island Railroad is easily accessible from the station (via cab or POV). 
Since July 08, 2010 Station Eaton’s Neck has been commanded by CWO3 Stephen Pollock and has a compliment of Active Duty, Reserves and Auxiliarists. The equipment consists of two 41 foot UTBs and two 25 RBS along with a radio station manned 24/7. Our unit mascot is a 3 year old black mastiff golden retriever mix named Nate.  Nate is named after DC3 Nathan Bruckenthal, son of Northport Village Police Chief Ric Bruckenthal, who died in Iraq on April 24th 2004.  He was the first Coast Guard combat fatality since the Vietnam War.  Our Station maintains a close relationship with the Bruckenthal family.
The Station has both family and UPH (Unaccompanied Personnel Housing) housing.  A galley onsite provides 3 meals a day and coffee mess.  The Station boasts a large sandy beach, basketball and tennis court and a work out room. 
The Station stands watch over the middle portion of Long Island Sound and guards New York City’s back door maritime entrance as well as providing assistance to local boaters.  You will become a crucial part of our team and will participate first hand in many law enforcement and search and rescue missions.
