UNITS MISSIONS:  Search and Rescue, Law Enforcement, Marine Safety & Environmental Protection, Homeland Security.

· Work diligently to improve your fitness.  Plan to workout daily upon arrival.  Facilities are available.

Remember, you are now a member of the military and employed by a federal law enforcement entity – illegal narcotic use is not tolerated and will be prosecuted swiftly, resulting in life-long implications for employment.  Your career is just beginning.  Develop healthy habits and thrive. 

TYPICAL SA/SN and FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  Seamen and Firemen are assigned to the Logistics Department and are responsible for the overall appearance of the unit.  They work with the Master at Arms (MAA) or with one of the shops in the department i.e.…DC Shop, EM Shop, MK Shop.


AIRMAN PROGRAM: Members assigned to the Airman program will be assigned to Aviation Engineering Division and will be assigned duties based on the current Airman Training Syllabus.  

WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN and FA/FN:  Junior Officer of the Day (JOOD) security watches at the main gate entrance to the unit.  Watch rotation is approx. 1 in 6, which means you will stay onboard the unit for a 24-hour period, once every six days.  This duty day is in addition to the regular Monday thru Friday workweek.  You will have an opportunity to sleep during your 24-hour shift.  

SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS:  Check in with the Officer of the Day (OOD), have your orders endorsed with the day/time you checked in and have the OOD sign.  The following work day report to the Administration department to complete your check-in.

HOW MUCH PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE (IN CUBIC FEET):  Single E-5 and below members can expect to live in the barracks at Sector San Diego.  Barracks rooms are two people per room and are furnished with beds and lockers.  Items to bring are a complete sea bag, several sets of civilian clothes and toiletries.

UNIFORM NORMALLY WORN DURING THE WORKDAY:  Operational Dress Uniform (ODU’s).

RECOMMENDED UNIFORM ITEMS IN ADDITION TO SEABAG ISSUE: None

AVERAGE TEMPERATURE:  Outstanding! SUMMER 70-80’s, WINTER: 60-70’s.  Very little rain.

WHAT TYPE OF CONTINUING EDUCATION IS AVAILABLE IN THE AREA:  There are several community colleges, four-year institutions and technical schools available in the San Diego area.  Continuing education is also available at DOD military installations.  There is usually 1-2 college classes aboard the Sector / semester as well.  

RATINGS PRESENT AT UNIT:  Nearly all ratings are employed here at Sector.

NAME OF NEAREST CITY AND DISTANCE:  The unit is located in downtown San Diego.  

NAME OF NEAREST MILITARY FACILITY AND DISTANCE:  Marine Corps Recruit Depot - three miles east.  Additionally, there are numerous Navy bases throughout the area.  San Diego is one of the largest military ports in the world.  

LOCATION OF NEAREST EXCHANGE AND COMMISARY:  Naval Station San Diego is eight miles south.  Sector has a small exchange with uniform items, snacks, and sundries. There are several options throughout the region.  

RELIGIOUS DENOMINATIONS IN THE AREA:  Nearly all religious denominations are available in the San Diego area.  There is a Chaplain assigned to the Sector to assist you.  Chaplain Owens:  (619) 278-7116

AREA OF RESPONSIBILITY IF NOT A CUTTER:  Southern California region to encompass the area south of Los Angeles/Orange County to Arizona in the east.

UNIFORM TO REPORT IN:  Admin office building “E” in Tropical Blue.

IF SPONSOR NOT AVAILABLE; please call the Sector Officer of the Day (OOD) at (619) 666-7448.   The OOD is available 24-hours / day.  


ANY OTHER INFORMATION A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER SHOULD KNOW?  Sector San Diego is one of the best units in one of the best locations in the world.  You are fortunate to have orders to Southern California.  


MEMBERS WITHOUT DEPENDENTS

MESSING AVAILABLE: Sector San Diego has a civilian run galley with superb food, 3-meals / day.  Enlisted members receive Enlisted BAS for subsistence.

QUARTERS AND /  OR BARRACKS AVAILABLE?  All single E-5 and below members reside in barracks at the unit.  You must have written authorization from the Sector San Diego Housing Officer BEFORE you commit to any lease.  Call the housing manger Ms. Brenda Godbolt at (619) 278-7218.

IS UNACCOMPANIED PERSONNEL LEASED HOUSING AVAILABLE?  NO

WHERE WILL A SINGLE NON-RATE MORE THAN LIKELY LIVE?  In the barracks here at Sector until released by housing.  See above for barracks availability.  All single, cutter based, E-3 and below will reside in the BEQ (barracks). 

SHOULD MEMBER SUBMIT HOUSING APPLICATION TO HOUSING OFFICE?  NO.  Wait until your arrival.  

WHERE DO MOST PEOPLE BANK?  At member’s preference, however Credit unions typically have lower banking fees.  There are multiple military affiliated credit unions.  

IS THERE A CREDIT UNION IN THE AREA?  Yes, several are available in the local area.  Check yellow pages or Internet for institutions.

IS THERE A MALL IN THE AREA? Yes – several.  San Diego is one of the largest cities in the country.  

MEMBERS WITH DEPENDENTS

COST OF AVERAGE TWO BEDROOM APARTMENT IN THE AREA:  $1,300 - $1,900+.  Many people who end up living off base find a roommate.  

BAH RATE FOR SAN DIEGO?  Web search: “Military BAH Rates San Diego, 92101”.  There are numerous websites and military pay calculators online.

IS LEASED HOUSING AVAILABLE:  Limited leased housing is available. Contact Ms. Brenda Godbolt (housing officer) at (619)-278-7218.

IS GOVERNMENT OWNED HOUSING AVAILABLE: Military housing is available and highly recommended.  Almost all of the housing has been remodeled and comes with major appliances.  Housing in San Diego is run by a Public Private Venture (PPV) management system, Lincoln Property Management firm.  Military housing is limited if you have no children.

WHERE DO MOST DEPENDENTS LIVE:  North County areas north of Interstate 8 and up Interstate 15 (Mission Valley, Miramar, Poway, Escondido), East County areas of (El Cajon and Santee) and South County areas of Chula Vista east of Interstate 805 (Eastlake and Otay Ranch).

WHERE DO MOST DEPENDENTS RECEIVE MEDICAL CARE?  Most members will use Tricare Prime with a civilian provider or use one of the DOD facilities at MCAS Miramar or Balboa Naval Hospital and their outlying clinics.

WHAT LEVEL OF TRICARE IS AVAILABLE?  All levels of services are provided.

IS UNITED CONCORDIA (Family Dental) AVAILABLE?  Dentists are available throughout the area

IS IT ADVISABLE TO BRING DEPENDENTS ALONG WHEN REPORTING?  At members’ discretion, Unit familiarity could be beneficial.  Contact sponsor for additional advice.  San Diego is an expensive area – plan your transition carefully.  If married, attempt to obtain permission for permissive house-hunting days shortly after arrival.  You can discuss this with your sponsor or supervisor.
