Reporting Information:  When you report, come to the main gate intercom and ask for the OOD. It is encouraged that you report during the workday (before 1300 MON-FRI), in order to meet your sponsor and the Command Staff. Please contact your sponsor between the hours of 0700-1300 PST Monday through Friday. 
Person to report to upon arrival: Report to your sponsor. If your sponsor isn’t available, report to the Officer of the day (OOD).

Special Procedures for reporting after hours:  If you plan on reporting after 1300 call the station to inform OOD of what time you will be reporting.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
Station Golden Gate is located in East Fort Baker, near Sausalito California, under the north side of the Golden Gate Bridge.  The historic station house faces the waterfront of San Francisco, and the pier across the way is where our two 47ft Motor Life Boats and our two 25ft RB-S SAFE Boats are moored.  The station crew consists of about 45 enlisted and 1 officer.  Our commanding officer is a CWO2.  The enlisted rates at our unit include Boatswain Mates, Machinery Technicians, Food Service Specialists, Gunners Mate and a Store Keeper.  When you first arrive at the station, you will begin to qualify as a Communications Watch Stander, and then as a Boat Crewmember on the Motor Life Boat.  Once you are qualified, you will also be given the opportunity to attend Boarding Team Member School, where you will qualify to become a Federal Law Enforcement officer.
During a typical year, Station Golden Gate prosecutes 400 to 500 search and rescue cases and conducts 100-200 boardings.  The busiest part of the year occurs from June through September and surf training is usually conducted from October through April. Our rescue cases range from a boater who ran out of gas to a vessel that is on fire or sinking. In addition, we have many certified emergency medical technician and first responders at the station, which enables us to respond to major medical emergencies at sea.  
Station Golden Gate is a unit with a wide variety of responsibilities.  This makes for an exciting career start.  The crew here is looking forward to your arrival. More information will be provided by your sponsor upon request.
