The above duty rotations depend of course on the number of qualified personnel. We run a straight rotation with qualified personnel. Un-qualified personnel stand 1 in 3 inport and 6 hours on 6 hours off while underway until qualified. Qualification time lines will be given to you upon checking in with the XPO.  Ideally it should take no more than 6 months to complete Inport OOD, CMOW, EOW, and SEOPS. After successful qualification of these four positions, you will receive your non-permanent Cutterman’s pin. After one year of continual sea duty, you will be awarded the Sea Service Ribbon. 

SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS: Contact the OOD Prior to 22:00 on the cutters cell phone (360) 460-0886, and advise him of your estimated arrival time. The base has a secured unmanned gate after hours. To access the base, pull up to the gate. There is a security camera linked to the base OOD with a call button. Simply press the call button, hold your CG ID card up to the camera and announce who you are and your intentions.

As a newly assigned member, you will get a lot of experience and training during your tour. We look forward to welcoming you as part of our crew.
