Hawaii is located between the equator and the Tropic of Cancer.  While the temperature and climate is quite temperate, it can hide that the sun is very intense, with ultraviolet (UV) exposure typically in the extreme range (11+) during the afternoon.  Sunscreen and/or sunblock (zinc oxide or titanium dioxide) with an SPF of 15+ is highly recommended.

Hawaii is also very expensive.  As an isolated island chain and a worldwide tourist destination, Hawaii has one of the highest costs of living in the U.S.  A budget is highly recommended.  Free training, counseling, and budgeting are available to members at Joint Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam. HAVE A JUNIOR MEMBER DESCRIBE THE AREA, JOB AND ANYTHING ELSE OF INTEREST TO A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER

Upon my arrival to Honolulu after leaving basic, I wasn't completely sure what my job would entail as a new member in the United States Coast Guard.  After meeting with my sponsor, I found out that I would be working in the warehouse attached to Base Honolulu, spending most of my days signing in packages.  Other collateral duties are assisting in the mail room, making routine runs to FISC (Fleet Industrial Supply Center) located at Pearl Harbor, and various other errands driving around the island for pick-ups and deliveries.  I have also been trained and certified to drive a forklift for everyday warehouse duties.  During my time here my supervisors have given me the opportunity to work with different units to help me envision where I belong in the Coast Guard.
Recently, I was invited to get underway on CGC GALVESTON ISLAND, and was able to partake in everyday Patrol Boat duties.  During that time I assisted with line handling, paralleling the generators, navigational functions on the bridge, pipes, and even got to drive a small boat!  A month later I worked with the MST's over at Sector and District 14 assisting in a facility and vessel inspection.  I was able to witness the crew of an Indian vessel perform an abandon ship and fire drill.  I am now currently on the MST "A" school list.  It is a long ways off but after speaking to the ESO I have decided to utilize that time finishing up my Bachelor's Degree.  
My advice to a new recruit reporting to their first unit would be to get their feet wet and experience all the Coast Guard has to offer before locking themselves into a rate.  Remember the reasons why you joined the Coast Guard and the take advantage of all the opportunities and amenities that are given to you.  And when in doubt, always ask for advice from your fellow shipmates to point you in the right direction because chances are they have been in your situation before.

MEMBERS WITHOUT DEPENDENTS

IS MESSING AVAILABLE

Yes.  All personnel attached to Base are authorized Enlisted Basic Allowance for Subsistence (BAS).  Breakfast at the galley costs $2.45 and lunch costs $4.55.  The galley is closed for dinner but a boxed dinner can be made available at the galley if requested.  Club 14, an all-hands club on base is also open most evenings for dinner.
QUARTERS AND/OR BARRACKS AVAILABLE

Members stationed at Base will be eligible to receive Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH) to live on the economy.  Eligibility requires the member to receive approval via their new chain of command from the Base Honolulu Local Housing Officer. RATE OF AUTO INSURANCE FOR TYPICAL 18-20 YR OLD SINGLE MALE AND FEMALE: 
Insurance is very expensive in Hawaii.  If you already have a car and if your present insurance company won’t cover you in Hawaii, you should switch to an insurance company that issues “Hawaii No Fault” policies before you arrive.  Hawaii insurance rates can run from $1200 to $2400 a year for a new car with a young driver.
