Reporting aboard during normal business hours: Your sponsor or a designated driver should meet you upon arrival (make sure your sponsor knows your itinerary).  If arriving on the ferry, contact your sponsor upon arriving on the island.  If he/she cannot be contacted due to unavailability, please call the XPO at (907) 487-5181 or (907) 942-2261.

Special Procedures When Arriving After Hours:

Personal Storage Space (in Cubic Feet): There is 50 square feet in each barracks room. ATV shed holds approximately 8 ATV’s.  Storage in Barracks 1 and 3 have space for small personal stuff. For larger items, Barracks 1 and 2 basements offers room for these items.  The armory is located at Military Police for stowing of personal firearms.

Name of nearest city and distance: Kodiak 8 miles via road and Anchorage 200 miles via air approx. 1 hour.  9-12 hour ferry service to Homer or Seward also on the mainland of Alaska.

Name of nearest military facility and distance: ISC Kodiak (on base).  Elmendorf Air Force Base located in Anchorage, Alaska (200 miles via air).

Location of nearest exchange and commissary: On base.

Religious denominations in the area: The Star of the Sea Chapel is located on base and provides both Catholic and Protestant services.  There are many other churches available in the community; most are listed in the relocation handbook. Additional Information needed for newly arriving members:

There is no type of mass transit available on the island.  The town of Kodiak is located approximately 8 miles from the base.  Weather is cold during the winter and it rains approximately 70 inches a year; there is some snow accumulation.  You can expect to see lots of ice, snow and rain combinations on the same day at any time during the winter November - May. During summer, the weather is cool to warm but never hot.  In the summer, the sun can stay up as late as midnight and rises again at 04:00, but during the winter months the days can be very short with the sun rising at 10:30 and setting again at 16:30.

Unaccompanied personal leased housing: None.  Single non-rated personnel are assigned to the Barracks.  No housing application is needed; this is arranged during the overseas interview.

Bank availability: There is an ATM in the convenience store on base.  Several banks and credit unions are available in the community:  Key Bank, (800-539-2968), National Bank of Alaska, (800-478-5706), and First National Bank of Anchorage, (800-856-4369).  There are also two credit unions in the area:  Credit Union 1 (800-478-2222) and Alaska Federal Credit Union (800-525-9094).

Local Mall: There is a very small outdoor mall/shopping center in town; approx. 20 businesses made up of independently owned stores and restaurants. Wal-Mart is the only large discount store located on the island.  Kodiak is a small town (population is approximately 7300 in city 13,900 for the entire island) with limited expensive shopping; many people use catalogs or online shopping for the best deals.

The second option is to take a Space “A” flight via CG C-130 to Anchorage where you can shop at the Elmendorf AFB Exchange or any number of malls and large stores associated with your typical large city.

United Concordia the contractor. All local dentists accept this coverage.

Schools:  Peterson Elementary is a new school on base. Additional elementary schools are Main, East, and North-Star, located either in town or the surrounding borough. The middle and high schools are co-located centrally in town.

Bringing dependents when first reporting aboard: Since Kodiak is an overseas assignment all personnel reporting in must go through overseas screening and receive entry approval from ISC Kodiak. If you are a single member and getting married in route to your new unit in Kodiak it is very important that you obtain entry approval for your new spouse and any children before you arrive.  Upon receiving entry approval, families are encouraged to come to Kodiak together. The overseas screening and entry approval process is required to be completed 15 days after receipt of orders.
