The Cape May Aids to Navigation Team is responsible for approximately 720 Aids, 213 buoys, 230 lights, 10 Lighthouses, 719 dayboards, and 375 miles of waterway. Our area of responsibility runs from Shark River NJ to Indian River DE. The unit operates a 49’ BUSL and 2, 26’ TANB’s. 
 Life on board consists of a Monday thru Friday work week.  When the unit is underway, the trips can last from one to five days. You will qualify as a unit watchstander, boat crewman ATON technician, ATON crewman, and fork lift operator operator. There are many other qualifications that can be obtained but those will be your first.
