	Special Procedures for Reporting to TRACEN
	All “A” School Students must check in at Lafayette Hall regardless of the hour they arrive.  The front desk staff or Junior Officer of the Day (JOOD) will issue your room key and linens.  Because of travel delays on Sunday, it is highly encouraged to travel on Saturday.

Coast Guard Uniform Regulations, including grooming standards, are strictly enforced at Training Center Yorktown.  You may be in civilian attire when first checking in at TRACEN Yorktown.  You are, however, expected to report for your first day of class in Service Dress Blue or as prescribed by your class advisor. If you are being assigned to TRACEN Yorktown as a permanent party member; you are report to Administration Section which is located on the first deck of Steuben Hall. 	Administration or the School to which you’re ordered to during normal business hours.  After 1600, please ask for the JOOD or if it is an emergency the OOD.

	Any other information a newly arriving member should know:
	While aboard TRACEN you must have in your possession the following items in order to register your vehicle: 
Proof of Auto Insurance.  You are required to have liability coverage on your vehicle.  If you do not have proof of insurance in your possession or do not have insurance you will not be allowed to drive your vehicle on the base.  You will be required to park your vehicle in lot 25 (off base) until you can show proof of insurance.
Vehicle Registration. The vehicle does not need to be registered in your name, but your name must appear on the insurance policy. You will need a copy of the Rental Car agreement. 
Military ID and Driver's License. 

Except with the expressed written permission of the Commanding Officer, no person may have in their possession on board TRACEN Yorktown any firearms and/or ammunition or devices capable of being propelled; any knife with a blade of six inches or more in length; weapons whose only use is related to martial arts; or any lethal weapon.  All such items shall be turned over to the Armory for safekeeping.  It is strongly recommended that weapons not be brought to TRACEN Yorktown due to a lack of adequate storage space at the Armory.

	Is government owned housing available for students?
	DOD Privatized Housing is military housing that is owned/managed by private contractors.  If you choose these quarters, you will continue to receive BAH in your paycheck, sign a lease and pay the contractor by allotment.  The contractor will charge each member the exact amount of their BAH entitlement for monthly rent and utilities.  There may be other factors, restrictions and waiting list independent to each contractor, so you must contact them directly for all information and applications, NOTE: Privatized military housing is considered "living on the economy" and therefore not a mandatory assignment to quarters.
