UNIT’S MISSIONS: Law Enforcement, Search and Rescue (SAR), and Ports, Waterways, and Coastal Security (PWCS)
TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT: You will be assigned to the Deck department. The first six months for a Seaman or Seaman Apprentice reporting aboard will be a busy and exciting time. Underway a Seaman participates in all deck evolutions under the supervision of the Boatswains Mates, and is responsible for handling mooring lines, anchoring the ship, launching and recovering the cutter’s small boat, conducting boardings, and serving as small boat crewman. Also, Seaman will stand crewmember of the watch. CMOWs are required to stand lookout, helmsman, and engineer of the watch while the deck watch officer navigates the ship.
TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT: You will be assigned to the engineering department. Fireman or Fireman Apprentice will work directly with the Machinery Technicians in maintaining the cutter’s main diesel engines, generators, pumps, air conditioning, and other essential shipboard equipment. Also, Fireman will stand crewmember of the watch. CMOWs are required to stand lookout, helmsman, and engineer of the watch while the deck watch officer navigates the ship.

REPORTING PROCEDURES: The uniform for reporting in is Tropical Blue Long. Contact the ship (757) 464-4601 and advise your sponsor or the Officer of the Deck (OOD) of your arrival date and plans. If you are flying and the ship is in port the OOD will arrange for someone to pick you up at the airport and bring you to the ship.

Upon arrival you can expect to be met by your sponsor, he/she will assist you in locating your assigned berthing and help you get settled in. If your sponsor is not available you should ask for the XPO. If you report after the normal workday, your sponsor may not be on board, but the OOD will help you until your sponsor returns. Your sponsor will assist you in your check in process ensuring that you have met with the appropriate personnel.


It is standard practice to introduce our new shipmates at quarters and see that they meet with their Department Head, the Executive Officer, and the Officer in Charge with-in 48 hours of reporting.

COCHITO’s primary mission is law enforcement, search and rescue, and ports, waterways, and coastal security. We routinely perform 10-15 search and rescues and 60-100 safety and fisheries boardings per year. We also ensure the safe transit in to and out of ports for Navy aircraft carriers, Navy submarines, Cruise ships, and other high value ships.

We patrol the coast from Cape May, NJ to Cape Fear, NC, though our primary patrol area is the lower half of the Chesapeake Bay.
