FROM THE SOUTH

	 WASHINGTON D.C.
	 


Take I-95 NORTH to 295 N and follow the signs to the Delaware Memorial Bridge. After crossing the bridge, take the second exit, 40 EAST (25 miles) to 55 SOUTH. When this road ends, you are on Route 47 SOUTH. Follow 47 S to 347 S and back to 47 S. (The routes transition into one another.) Continue on 47 S and follow the signs to the GARDEN STATE PARKWAY. [Alternate route from this point, take Route 83 EAST to 9 SOUTH to GSP signs.] The GARDEN STATE PARKWAY ends at the entrance to Cape May, Route 109 SOUTH. Cross the bridges to enter Cape May. You are on Lafayette Street.  Follow directions below from Lafayette street.
 NORFOLK, VIRGINIA, AND POINTS FURTHER SOUTH 

You may want to avoid the I-95 corridor through Richmond, Washington and Baltimore, by taking the CHEASAPEAKE BAY BRIDGE TUNNEL, Route 13 NORTH. Follow 13 N through Maryland and into Delaware.

The shortest route is via the CAPE MAY / LEWES FERRY. Check the ferry schedule and requirements before taking this option. From 13 N, take Route 9 WEST. Follow signs to ferry. The ferry ride takes approximately 70 minutes. Exiting the ferry in Cape May, you are on Route 9 (Ferry Road). Follow 9 to 109 SOUTH which takes you directly to the end of the GARDEN STATE PARKWAY. Stay on Route 109 SOUTH, cross the bridges to enter Cape May. You are on Lafayette Street.  Follow directions below from Lafayette street.

If driving around, follow Route 13 N until it intersects Route 40 NORTH. Follow 40 N to the Delaware Memorial Bridge. After crossing the bridge, take the second exit, 40 EAST (25 miles) to 55 SOUTH. When this road ends, you are on route 47 SOUTH. Follow 47 S to 347 S and back to 47 S. (The routes transition into one another.) Continue on 47 S and follow the signs to the GARDEN STATE PARKWAY. [Alternate route from this point, take route 83 EAST to 9 SOUTH to GSP signs.] The GARDEN STATE PARKWAY ends at the entrance to Cape May, Route 109 SOUTH. Cross the bridges to enter Cape May. You are on Lafayette Street. 
FROM THE NORTH
NEW YORK AND POINTS NORTH
Get on the GARDEN STATE PARKAWAY and proceed SOUTH. (If traveling south on the New Jersey Turnpike, exit to the GSP in Woodbridge, Exit 11 ). The GARDEN STATE PARKWAY ends at the entrance to Cape May, Route 109 SOUTH. Cross the bridges to enter Cape May.  You are on Lafayette Street.  Follow directions below from Lafayette Street.
ATLANTIC CITY AIRPORT 
Depart Airport onto Atlantic City Expressway – take exit 7S to GARDEN STATE PARKWAY. The GARDEN STATE PARKWAY ends at the entrance to Cape May, Route 109 SOUTH. Cross the bridges to enter Cape May. You are on Lafayette Street.  Follow directions below from Lafayette street.
FROM THE WEST

PHILIDELPHIA AND POINTS WEST 

Take I-95 to Walt Whitman Bridge. After crossing the bridge, take 42 SOUTH to ATLANTIC CITY EXPRESSWAY. Take Exit 7S to GARDEN STATE PARKWAY. The GARDEN STATE PARKWAY ends at the entrance to Cape May, Route 109 SOUTH. Cross the bridges to enter Cape May. You are on Lafayette Street.  Follow directions below from Lafayette street.
Or,
Take Walt Whitman Bridge and follow signs to Route 55 SOUTH. When this road ends, you are on route 47 SOUTH. Follow 47 S to 347 S and back to 47 S. (The routes transition into one another.) Continue on 47 S and follow the signs to the GARDEN STATE PARKWAY. [Alternate route from this point, take route 83 EAST to 9 SOUTH to GSP signs.] The GARDEN STATE PARKWAY ends at the entrance to Cape May, Route 109 SOUTH. Cross the bridges to enter Cape May. You are on Lafayette Street.  Follow directions below from Lafayette street.
FERRY TO CAPE MAY 

(Check the Ferry Schedule: www.capemay-lewesferry.com  and requirements before taking this option.) Route 50 EAST to ANNAPOLIS BAY BRIDGE. Continue on 50 E until you reach Route 404. Take 404 to Route 9 which takes you directly to Lewes, DE. The ferry ride takes approximately 70 minutes. Exiting the ferry in Cape May, you are on Route 9 (Ferry Road). Follow 9 to 109 SOUTH which takes you directly to the end of the GARDEN STATE PARKWAY. Stay on Route 109 SOUTH, cross the bridges to enter Cape May. You are on Lafayette Street.  Follow directions below from Lafayette street.
YOU ARE ON LAFAYETTE STREET 
Enter Cape May on Route 109 SOUTH. Cross two bridges, you are on Lafayette Street. Turn left one block after crossing the second bridge (Sydney Street), take another left (Washington Street) and an immediate right at C-View Inn (Texas Ave). Follow the road (it becomes Pittsburgh Avenue), less than one half mile to the blinking yellow light. Turn left on Pennsylvania Ave. and follow to Training Center Cape 

What will I be doing at my new unit?

1. What is the unit’s primary mission? 

· Homeland Security, L/E, Port Security, SAR, and Fisheries

2. Common destinations of deployments:

· North Atlantic Fisheries and District Seven Patrols

3. How many people are assigned to the unit?

· 12 Officers, 63 enlisted

4. How many people are in my division/duty section?

· Deck- 21, Engineering- 25, Operations – 15 & Support – 10 (including department head and division officers and chiefs)

5. What type of assignments/duty will I be performing?  

· SA/SN-Deck Hand, bridge watchstander for helm and lookout.  

· FA/FN- Engineering watchstander, assistance with maintenance of machinery equipment

6. How long does it typically take to get qualified?

· Approximately 45 – 60 days

7. What will my duty rotation be after getting qualified?

· (Inport) 1:10 to 1:15 (Underway) 1:5  (pending on the number of qualified personnel)

8. What is the Uniform of the Day?

· ODU

9. What are the “striking” opportunities at the unit?

· Once qualified, rates available: BM, MK, DC, YN, FS, SK, GM

10. What uniform should I report in?

· SDB year round, TROPS are optional in summer months

11. Can I bring firearms? 

· Yes, with proper documentation.

12. If so, where will they be stowed?

· All firearms are secured in the armory and can be checked out with the inport OOD.

13. What is the unit’s policy for privately owned vehicles?

· The vehicle needs to be properly registered, insured and have a Coast Guard or DoD Sticker on the windshield.  Temporary passes are available at the front gate.

Where am I going to live?
NOTE: Single members of the crew E3 and below do not receive BAH
Questions to ask if you are single.

1. Is housing aboard the unit or off?

· All single E3/E2s are required to live in the TRACEN Cape May Unaccompanied Personnel Housing (UPH Barracks) 
2. How much space will I have for storage?

· Space is limited to a locker and a rack. Approximately 15 cubic feet.

3. Is messing available?

· Yes

4. Rate of auto insurance for typical 18-20 yr old:

· Single male: $983.60/ year; Single female: $994.60/ year

5. Is unaccompanied personnel leased housing available?

· No

6. Where does most people bank?

· Various local banks

7. Is there a credit union in the area?

· Various local credit unions

8. Is there a mall in the area? How many stores?

· Rio Grande is about 5 miles away and has local stores laid out in strip mall fashion.

9. What personal gear can I bring?

· Space is limited. Call for large or unusual items prior to bringing them.

Questions to ask if you have dependents or getting married enroute…

1. What type of quarters will I be assigned? Government owned/Lease/Economy?
· Government Housing is available; E3/E2s with dependents are encouraged to live in TRACEN Cape May housing, depending on availability. Call TRACEN Cape May’s Housing Officer at (609)898-6918 or 6917.You will have to apply for Coast Guard Housing by faxing the Housing Application (CG-5627), BAH/Dependant Information (CG-4170A), and a copy of your orders.

· While at recruit training contact TRACEN Cape May housing officer for housing assignment.
