UNIT NAME:		SFO  CAPE HATTERAS

OVERVIEW:  Sector Field Office (SFO) Cape Hatteras provides logistical support to all Coast Guard assets on the Outer Banks of North Carolina, Small-boat Station Elizabeth City, ESD Outer Banks, and MSD Nags Head.  All support is closely coordinated with the Logistics Department Head and the respective Division Officers within Administration, Supply and Engineering at Sector North Carolina. 

SFO Cape Hatteras also coordinates support through, BSU Elizabeth City, Small Boat Product Line, CEU Cleveland, and the SILC.  The SFO’s primary services include naval, electrical and civil engineering, housing management assistance, financial management, medical support, and administrative/human resources assistance.  SFO Cape Hatteras coordinates local Coast Guard preparations for natural disasters, and liaisons to the local community, other government agencies and local maritime stakeholders.

SECTOR FIELD OFFICE ORGANIZATION:  The following field units fall within the logistical support realm of Sector Field Office Cape Hatteras and are responsible for all maritime Coast Guard Operations within the geographical AOR.

· Station Hatteras Inlet (Parent command to Station Small Ocracoke.)
· Station (small) Ocracoke 
· Station Oregon Inlet
· Station Elizabeth City
· Marine Safety Detachment Nags Head
· Aids to Navigation Team Wanchese
· ESD Outer Banks (as outlined in MOU with ESU Portsmouth)

Within their respective AORs, field units have primary responsibility for Coast Guard missions and will report operationally to their respective Department Head at Sector North Carolina.  AOR’s are specifically delineated in the D5 SAR Plan.  The AOR for ANT Wanchese is in accordance with the D5 SOP.
