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GENERAL ORGANIZATION

A Coast Guard Station is a multi mission shore facility with varying number of small boat resources attached.  Although the station carries out numerous missions, its primary mission is distress response.  Fulfillment of this mission includes: training personnel, maintaining boats, equipment and facilities to ensure response capability, maintaining an awareness of emergent distress through lookout activities and communications watches and responding to distress situations.  Stations enforce Federal laws in accordance with Coast Guard Regulations and directives.

All other missions are assigned on a not-to-interfere basis except when such missions will avert distress at a later time.  Secondary missions will vary depending upon geographic location, operational commander tasking and other Coast Guard units present.  Other missions may include; law enforcement patrols, performing minor aids to navigation work, providing initial pollution response, and port security as the need arises.  Stations, on a situational basis, provide assistance to state and local agencies, or participate in non-operational activities, such as public relations.

To execute assigned duties, stations are responsible for extensive on the job training of personnel and maintenance of equipment.  To ensure an operational focus, stations have limited administrative resources and receive administrative support from the parent command.  All tasking of stations will generally originate with the operational commander.

JOB ASSIGNMENT

All non-rate personnel are required to certify as Communications Watch Standers, Boat Crew Members, and Law Enforcement Boarding Team Members. Additional duties depend on which department you are assigned.

DECK DEPARTMENT

Members of the following ratings will be assigned to the deck department: BM, SN and SA.  The deck department is responsible for the deck maintenance of the station boats, boat equipment, and rescue and survival equipment.  The senior member of the deck department is the Deck Petty Officer.  

ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT

All members of the following ratings will be assigned to the engineering department: MK, FN and FA.  The EPO is the engineering department supervisor.  The engineering department is responsible for the safe and proper operation and maintenance of all machinery aboard the unit.  
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SPECIAL PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING AFTER HOURS

Contact your assigned sponsor or the Officer of the Day to arrange a report date and time.

PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE

Storage space consists of built in wall locker (approx 25 cf). This locker is for duty standing purposes only.

UNIFORM OF THE DAY

The normal uniform of the day is the Operational Dress Uniform (ODU).

 In most cases there should be no problem with dependants accompanying a member when first reporting.  Locating adequate housing will be the biggest hurdle to overcome.  It is highly recommended that the recruit contact unit early in the assignment to allow unit to send housing information to the dependant.  Members assigned to the unit live throughout the local community and can assist with information on housing in areas of interest.  Hotels are available in the local area, however during the spring and summer months the rates rise and they fill quickly with vacationing tourists.

New Arrivals to Emerald Isle will quickly learn that the town is a summer time vacation hot spot.  Emerald Isle offers a wide variety of outdoor activities including, surfing, boating, fishing, camping, and sightseeing. Not too far down the road from the station there are many surf shops with surrounding restaurants. There is also a movie theatre and a Food Lion Grocery store nearby.  Finding a place to live on the island may sometimes be a challenge because of the fact that most of Emerald Isle housing is for summer time rentals. However, there are affordable apartments and houses in the towns outlying the island in areas such as Hubert, Swansboro and Cape Carteret. We are situated along the coast but only a few miles inland is the town of Swansboro which is about 10 minutes away, Morehead City which is 20 minutes away, and Jacksonville which is 25 minutes away. There are a lot of things to do in Jacksonville including multiple restaurants as well as a mall and other stores. This entire area is military friendly since there are two major Marine Corps Bases located nearby.  Camp Lejeune in Jacksonville offers a huge exchange and commissary as well as some gyms and pools. Then there is Cherry Point in Havelock which is where personnel from Station Emerald Isle go to receive their medical attention. Camp Lejeune is also another place to receive medical attention as well. Your job as a non-rate here consists of cleaning boats or fixing them (depending on if you are a FN or SN), standing watch, and becoming a boat crew member as well as a boarding team member. You will stand duty two days on followed by two days off with sliding weekends. Emerald Isle is a beautiful place to work as well as relax on off days.
