   ANT St. Petersburg is the largest ANT in the seventh district, and among the largest in the Coast Guard. We are billeted for 17 personnel who work in the Deck, Operations, and Engineering departments. By conducting services and discrepancy responses we average around 1700-2000 operational hours annually logging around 60,000 miles per year on the road.   Our resources include three 26-foot trailerable aids to navigation boats (TANB’s), and three Ford F- 350 vehicles.

     All members of the unit stand weeklong Boat Crew duty.  As a boat crewman, your jobs will include but are not limited to servicing aids to navigation, and acting as a helmsman/lookout while underway.
