STATION HISTORY

The original Station Georgetown was located on a houseboat, docked at the Belle Isle Marina in Winyah Bay since June 1976. It was then rebuilt on land in July of 1989. 

Georgetown is a small town, home to both a paper and steel mill. Established in 1729 it is the state’s third oldest city, and second largest seaport. By 1840, Georgetown, producing nearly half of the United States’ rice crops, became the largest rice export in the world. The geographic area is relatively flat with many waterways, inlets, and rivers. Law enforcement on both Recreational and Commercial fishing vessels is a high priority of the unit. You should find Station Georgetown a great challenge and an excellent learning opportunity. 
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GENERAL INFO:  
Station Georgetown is located in Georgetown, South Carolina. There are 34 Active Duty Coast Guard members at Station Georgetown, including a new member, Labrador mix, Winnie, named after the Winyah Bay we patrol. Our area of responsibility is from the North Carolina border to Bulls Bay. It covers approximately 3,500 miles. Our operations include search and rescue, law enforcement, port security, homeland security, and marine safety. We perform approximately 100 SAR cases and 300 law enforcement boarding’s annually. The station assets include a 41’ UTB, two 25’ RBS’s, and a 24’ SPC-SW. On the station’s grounds, a USCG Aids to Navigation team operates two 26’ TANB’s. New members should expect to keep busy in 


the first few months obtaining all their necessary qualifications.  All operational 
members are required to qualify as a watch stander, crewmember, and boarding team member. Other qualifications such as an engineer, coxswain, and officer of the day are available as applicable. 
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LOCAL AREA:  
Located  about 35 miles north of Station Georgetown, Myrtle Beach is best known for its beaches, 250 golf courses, amusement parks, state parks, theatres,  a boardwalk and an aquarium. Charleston, located about 60 miles south of Station Georgetown, is home to festivals, live theatres, sports teams, museums and other historical sites. Our local area also includes Pawley’s Island, Litchfield, Murrells Inlet, Garden city and Surfside. All which have a wonderful variety of things to offer. 

RELIGIOUS DENOMINATIONS IN AREA: 
The religious denominations in the area include Protestant, Lutheran, Baptist, Catholic, Judaism, Episcopal, and Methodist. 

MEDICAL ACCOMODATIONS:  
Most of our medical and dental accommodations will be found between  Litchfield and Surfside.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:


DUTY ROTATION: 2 days on/2 days off with rotating weekends.
PERSONAL STORAGE SPACE ONBOARD: Members in the duty sections will each have a wet room locker and a duty room locker. Non-Rates will share duty room lockers.
UNIFORM OF THE DAY: ODU’s
REPORTING INFORMATION: The reporting uniform will be your Tropical Blue Long. When arriving on base you should immediately report to the OOD.
AVERAGE TEMPERATURES: The temperatures in the summer average around 85 degrees with 80% or more humidity. The summer weather can be very intense for those who are not used to it. The winter months average a temperature around 50 degrees. 
MESSING AVAILABLE:  The station has duty cooks in both sections that serve breakfast, lunch, and dinner.
AIRPORTS: The closest airports are Myrtle Beach and Charleston. Contact the unit in advance if you will need transportation from the airport to the station.
FIREARMS: Personal firearms are allowed pending OINC approval. They must be stored in the unit armory at all times.
PRIVATLEY OWNED VEHICLES: Your vehicle should have a Coast guard sticker to be on base. If you do not have one you will be given the opportunity to get one. You must have a valid driver’s license and insurance to operate a vehicle on any military facility. 
HOUSING:  All members live on the economy and receive BAH. We highly recommend that members begin searching for housing before arrival.  Most members prefer to live in Pawley’s Island and Murrells Inlet. 
SCHOOLS:  To find out information on schools in the area there will be a link under the Useful Links section on the Georgetown Co. and Horry Co. school system.
CONTINUING EDUCATION IN THE CHARLESTON/GEORGETOWN AREA:
The universities in the area are Medical University of South Carolina, Coastal Carolina, College of Charleston, Horry/Georgetown Tech, Charleston Southern University, and Trident Tech.
