The CGC CLAMP is a 75 foot Tug that pushes a 68 ft. Barge with a crane and pile-driving hammer.  Home ported in Galveston, Tx at the Coast Guard Base (other units; Station Galveston, Ant Galveston, SFO Galveston and the Cutters; HARRY CLAIBORNE, DAUNTLESS, SKIPJACK, MANOWAR and HATCHET.)  CLAMP is responsible for the fixed and minor floating Aids to Navigation in Galveston Bay, including the Houston Ship Channel.  The Houston Ship Channel is one of the busiest commercial sea-lanes in the United States, and has on of the highest Aids to Navigation knockdown/discrepancy Rates in the Coast Guard.  All this keeps the CLAMP very busy.  CLAMP is an enlisted crew with a Senior Chief Boatswain Mate as the Officer in Charge.  The city of Galveston has population of about 60,000 and is on the East end of Galveston Island; it is approximately 50 miles south of Houston, TX which has a population around 3 million.  Between Galveston and Houston are other smaller communities commonly referred to as Clear Lake.  There is an abundance of recreational activities in the Metroplex area (i.e. - beaches, museums, night life, amusement parks, arts and many other interests.)  As an apprentice you’ll be assigned to a 3-high rack with storage underneath and a stand-up locker.  The assigned FS prepares 1 meal a day (lunch during workday and for dinner and meals on the weekends members prepare their own.)  Workdays are Monday through Friday 0800-1400 and only the duty section is on board during the weekend and evenings.  When reporting aboard expect to receive a lot of information into knowledge.  Expect a 2 month orientation/qualification process.  Upon reporting, expect a 1 duty day every 3 days until your initial qualification is complete.  CLAMP averages 4 days underway every other week with a possible overnighter away from home-port in one of the communities of Galveston Bay.  A typical inport work day for a SA/SN consists of painting and maintaining deck equipment, and for a FN/FA assisting other engineers on ships machinery.  Underway all hands are involved in building Aids to Navigation or standing appropriate watches. 
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
