UNIT’S MISSIONS:  Enforcement of Laws and Treaties, Ports, Waterways, and Coastal Security, Recreational Boating Safety, and Search and Rescue from Freshwater Bayou, LA, to Colorado River, TX.

TYPICAL SA/SN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  As a SA aboard you will have the opportunity to take part in all aspects of the cutters missions. You will be participating in all deck and cutter evolutions including law enforcement boardings, search and rescue, and small boat operations.   You will be given a large amount of training and responsibility and will be encouraged to fulfill your potential.  Deck department is responsible for the preparation, painting, and preservation of all of the cutter’s exterior and interior surfaces, maintenance of all rescue and survival equipment, and preventive maintenance on the ship’s weapons.

TYPICAL FA/FN JOB ASSIGNMENT:  As an FA or FN aboard you will have the opportunity to take part in all aspects of the cutters missions. You will be participating in all deck and cutter evolutions including LE boardings, SAR and Small boat operations.   You will be given a large amount of training and responsibility and will be encouraged to fulfill your potential.  Engineering department is responsible for the maintenance and repair of the ship’s main and auxiliary machinery equipment.

INPORT WATCH TYPE AND DUTY ROTATION FOR SA/SN:  You will be standing an Inport Officer of the Day watch when moored. Duty rotation fluctuates between a “1 in 4” to a “1 in 6” rotation.
