Yard Concludes 110-Foot Patrol Boat MEP

   The Yard hosted an all-hands celebration on July 18, 2012 at Pier #1 to mark the conclusion of the 110'-patrol boat portion of the Coast Guard's Mission Effectiveness Project (MEP).  The CHANDELEUR became the 17th and final 110-foot MEP cutter to finish that leg of the project which began in 2006 with overhaul of the Cutter TYBEE.  Each 110-foot MEP lasted 9-12 months at a cost of $7-9M and required nearly 80,000 labor hours.

   Rear Admiral Ronald Rabago, Assistant Commandant for Engineering & Logistics, and Rear Admiral Bruce Baffer, Director of Acquisition Programs and Program Executive Officer, provided keynote remarks at the ceremony.  An all-hands picnic followed.  The Cutter CHANDELEUR departed a few hours later, bound for its new homeport in Ketchikan, Alaska, and carrying the distinction of concluding the 110-foot MEP at the Yard.
