   A. CDR SLAUGHTER COMBINED CIVIL ENGINEERING EXPERTISE, A VISIONARY OUTLOOK, AND STRONG LEADERSHIP INTO A PROJECT TO CONVERT METHANE GAS FROM THE CITY OF BALTIMORE'S NEARBY LANDFILL INTO USEABLE ENERGY, EFFECTIVELY REMOVING THE YARD FROM THE CITY'S POWER GRID. BY IMPLEMENTING THIS PROJECT, THE USCG YARD ALONE WILL ATTAIN ALL OF THE DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY'S GREEN ENERGY GOALS THROUGH 2012.
