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SUBJ: WINNERS OF THE 2008 AMERICAN SOCIETY OF NAVAL ENGINEERS AWARDS

1. I am pleased to announce the recipients of the 2008 American society of naval engineers (ASNE) Perry award, stabile award and Lucas plaque. These awards were established to recognize outstanding contributions to the coast guard naval engineering program. This year’s award winners are:
 
a. Perry award (Officer O-1 and above, GS-9 and above, WG-12 and above) - LT Thomas S. Lowry, engineer officer, USCGC THETIS, is recognized for his outstanding achievements and contributions to the Coast Guard Naval Engineering program during 2007.

Demonstrating superior leadership and ingenuity, LT Lowry championed efforts to enhance readiness and preserve cutter longevity through an inspirational partnership with supporting commands. These contributions include development of engineering change proposals for a CB-OTH fast lube oil change process and an OWS filtering system performance modification. Additionally, he developed meticulous maintenance specifications which enabled peak contractor performance during repair periods.  LT Lowry's remarkable efforts ensured less than 1 percent contract growth occurred in maintenance availabilities during his tenure as engineer officer.

 b. Stabile Award (CWO, CPO, PO, GS-8, WG-11 and below) - CWO2 Timothy H. Cotton, MAT San Juan, is recognized for his outstanding achievement and contributions to the Coast Guard Naval Engineering program during 2007. CWO Cotton’s unparalleled technical expertise and extraordinary dedication as Maintenance Augmentation Team (MAT) San Juan supervisor and 110 WPB port engineer distinguished him as a superior naval engineer. CWO Cotton led the MAT in responding to and repairing 110 wpb casualties ranging from engine change outs to multiple air conditioning system failures. Exceptionally dedicated, CWO Cotton delivered expert service, regardless of time of day or distance, to return the cutters to operational status.

 c. Lucas Plaque (Unit Award) - the 2008 Lucas Plaque is shared by co-winners. The Coast Guard Yard Industrial Department and the Legacy Sustainment Support Unit (LSSU) are recognized for outstanding achievements and contributions to the Coast Guard Naval Engineering program during 2007. The CG Yard Industrial Dept and the LSSU, through combined efforts, distinguished themselves by adopting, integrating and utilizing the latest management tools and methods to rapidly stand up and successfully execute the mission effectiveness project (MEP) on three vital legacy cutter classes.  Through the synergies gained in the application of Critical Chain Project Management (CCPM), the contract workbook, the Earned Value Management System (EVMS), and lean manufacturing methods, the CG Yard and the LSSU planned, managed, and executed these major MEP repair availabilities within the desired schedule, scope, and budget. Together, their achievements included completion of six 270 WMEC, four 210 WMEC, and six 110 wpb MEP availabilities with a value of over 84 million dollars.
