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PVSS TELECONFERENCE MINUTES
1400 -1454 hrs (EST)
August 19, 2009
· Roll Call – Teleconference was initiated at 1404 EST. The following were present for the telecom: Mr. Al Knox, LCDR Chaning Burgess, Mr. Lew Lewandowski, Mr. Mark Bobal, Mr. Dennis Spain, Mr. Paul Culver, Mr. Joel Morgado, Mr. Jerry McMillan, Mr. George Butler, Mr. Rob Lee, LCDR Brett Thompson, and Mr. Rick Janelle.

· Introduction of new PVSS Personnel. Mr. Knox briefed that the Mr. Joel Morgado and LCDR Brett Thompson from Sector San Juan and District 13 respectively have both reported aboard.  Both members gave a brief introduction and a little background on where they came from.   
· Status report on COMDTINST’s 
Mr. Knox reported that both instruction have finally made it off CG-5342’s desk and have been reviewed by CG-534 (CAPT McBride).  He received two comments on the MRO instruction which he is it the process of addressing and no comments on the SDP instruction.  He will have both back on the CAPT’s desk by week’s end and hopes to have them finally in concurrent clearance by the end of August. Mr. Knox still hopes to have both instructions signed and published by the September workshop.
· Update on Procurement Plan for Program pamphlets
Mr. Knox reported that the government printing office (GPO) paperwork and the final draft of the updated program pamphlets were forwarded to the GPO POC here at HQ this week.  He is waiting for the per unit cost of the production so that he can determine the total amount he can get produced with.  He has allocated a portion of the $20k in fall out money to cover the printing costs.  Once he determines the total amount he can produce he will finish the print order and have each PVSS’s portion dropped shipped directly to them.   He hopes to have this effort all concluded by workshop. 

ACTION: Mr. Knox to send a copy of draft to new PVSS members. Completed on 08/20/09 
· PVSS / MRO Workshop
Mr. Knox reported that everything is on track for workshop.  All members except for LCDR Thompson have received their TONOs. He will forward the travel estimate worksheet to LCDR Thompson.
ACTION: Mr. Knox to forward travel estimate request to LCDR Thompson. Completed on 08/19/09

ACTION: LCDR Thompson to return travel estimate to Mr. Knox. Completed on 08/19/09

Mr. Lee verified the number of attendees (20) for the purpose of ensuring we know the cost share amount for the conference fee to cover the facilities.  Fee is $658.00 per day, for an individual fee of $33.00 per person.  Discussion followed on the best way to pay, the group felt an individual registration fee would be easiest but Mr. Lee was not sure if the contractor could handle that.  He will check with conference location and let the group know.

ACTION: Mr. Lee to coordinate with conference facility contractor on most expedient way to pay facilities fee.
Mr. Knox reiterated that he has reserved a block of rooms at Nellis AFB Billeting, group code is 109862, and their contact number is (702) 652-2711.  He asked all members to contact billeting and verify their reservation. If people do not want to stay on Nellis, they need to let him know and contact Nellis AFB billeting to remove their names so as to free up the rooms.  So far three people have elected to stay off base.  Mr. Lee reported he had made separate arrangements with Nellis billeting and Mr. Knox requested he follow up to ensure they are not holding two rooms under his name.

ACTION: Mr. Lee to contact Nellis AFB billeting to ensure they are only holding one room in his name 

Mr. Lee that the agenda sent out with the meeting notice is the latest. A block has been added on the second day to discuss R&D center issues.  Mr. Bobal requested the 1300-1350 block on day 2 be divided in two so as to insert and period for discussion on UPV issues.  The group agreed to add that to the agenda.

ACTION: Mr. Lee to add UPV 30 minute discussion block in 1300-1350 block on day 2. 
Subject to that change schedule will go final on 1 September 2009. 
· Discussion on Landing Cards and AAR from Alaska 2009 MRO.
Mr. Janelle reported that the Alaska MRO AAR has been completed and posted to the MRO exercise web site www.massrescue.us. He also requested that Mr. Lee post a copy on the PVSS web site. 

ACTION: Mr. Lee to post copy of Alaska 2009 MRO AAR to PVSS website.
Mr. Janelle reported so far he has not received a lot of comment on the AAR due to the fact that most folks are still busy with the current cruise season.  He briefed that this fall, after the summer cruise season, he is planning on getting with the exercise principals in Ketchikan to discuss the

 main rub points; landing site, reception center and passenger accountability. He has updated the job aids for the reception center and landing site.  He has provided copies to all group members, he would like any and all comments forwarded back to him and we will discuss at the workshop.  
· Around the District reports 
· District 9 - Mr. Bobal reported that he and Mr. Maehler are working on issues related to gaming vessels in Indiana and Illinois. They is also working on Annex G instructions with their Sectors. 
· District 5 - Mr. Spain reported he is working on ICS and Prevention projects
· District 7 - Mr. Culver reported that on August 27th he will be working a prepatory tabletop exercise with Royal Caribbean starting the work for MRO 2011 in Bar Harbor. On Sept 1st he, Mr. Walker, Mr. Spain, and Mr. Janelle will be at Bar Harbor for a concept development meeting for MRO 2011.    On Sept 27th- Oct 2nd he and Mr. Walker will be in Iceland continuing the work they started last year at the Iceland SAREX. He is also finalizing the MRO exercise in Ponce de Leon.  
· Sector San Juan – Mr. Morgado reported he just working on getting his hands around the program and his duties.  Mr. McMillan reported he is feeding Mr. Morgado information, getting his EMID and CAC. 

· District 14 - Mr. Butler reported he is working with the Secretary of the Pacific Islands nations on issues associated with the increase in cruise ship traffic to the Pacific Islands.  He is working on a developing a seminar for these nations to discuss MRO and issues related to cruise ship traffic in the area. He is also working with a new T-boat operator in the islands. 

· District 11 – Mr. Lee reported that the UK authorities have updated the SAR Data provider index and he is cross referencing the data in MISLE for foreign passenger ships that might ply our waters. He is working on updates to the PVSS web site to include information for folks that might want to start a passenger vessel business. He will also be attending the PVA Western Region with Mr. Butler and will be attending the 2011 MRO concept meeting in Bar Harbor.
· District 13 – LCDR Thompson reported he is still getting up to speed on the program; He is reviewing the Alaska MRO AAR and is planning on attending the PVA Western region meeting.

· District 17 - Mr. Janelle had nothing further to report.

· R&D Center – Mr. Lewandowski reported he is waiting to see if he gets any 2010 funding to develop functional requirements for MRO interventions and a market survey of available equipment.  He will be discussing more at the September workshop. 

· CG-543 – LCDR Burgess reported he is working on next year’s program budget request.  He hopes to get more money than 2009, and hopes to FTA those funds to each District as early as possible, more to follow as the 2010 budget picture, which is bleak, develops.  
· Any new/old business

Mr. Knox reminded everyone that a message on the MRO raft was recently released from CG-711 and that if they get any questions to make sure they have a copy and refer the Districts, Sectors, and Air Stations to the right raft part numbers.  Mr. Culver provided clarification on the part numbers, etc.
