1.  Forwarded, recommending approval.  BMCM SEAMAN is a consummate professional.  She epitomizes Coast Guard Core Values. The following information is provided per ALCGENL 011/03

Performance:  Assigned to PRECOMDET Cutter JOSHUA JAMES, BMCM SEAMAN has built the ship from the ground up.  Using her extensive afloat background, she forged a solid crew ensuring that members were competent not only in their own area of expertise, but were cross trained to man each others watch positions.  This was evidenced by our “clean sweep” at TISTA in MAY 2000, when we won “E’ in every category.  Relying on her experience as repair party leader, she assisted the Engineer Officer develop the main space fire doctrine for a new class of cutter.  She also supervised the formation of a functional law enforcement boarding team, which recently garnered praise and national media exposure following the seizure of 12 tons of cocaine on the M/V BONADVENTURE in JAN 2001.

Professional Knowledge/Shiphandling Skills:  BMCM SEAMAN is certified as DWO on WPB, WTGB, and WLM.  She is the president of the cutter training evaluation board and set the standard for all Deck Watch Officers.  Her shiphandling skills were highlighted during TISTA, and again during an exhaustive two week buoy run following Hurricane Arlene in SEP 2000.  During that run, BMCM SEAMAN remained on the bridge for up to 14 hours a day as we verified the position of over one hundred buoys, and repositioned or rebuilt 87 aids to navigation.

Demonstrated Sound Judgement:  BMCM SEAMAN's opinion on issues is sought both up and down the chain of command.  She holds a position on the BUoy Tender Training EvaluatoR, damage Control Underway - Personnel  (BUTTERCUP) NWG sponsored by COMDT (G-OAN) to evaluate the effectiveness of optimally manned cutters onboard response to shipboard emergencies.  Her input was instrumental in re-writing three COMDTINSTs and the promulgation of a main space fire doctrine for the Lifesaver Class Buoy Tender.

Ability to Work with Others:   BMCM SEAMAN is a model team player.  She worked exhaustively with the EO preparing a main space fire doctrine.  She also worked extensively with the civilian supervisor of the buoy depot streamlining the process of buoy hull replacement which is projected to save the CG $500K per year.  She was OSC during response to the Tug AZTEC fire on the evening of 22 DEC 2000.  She coordinated the efforts of CGC JOSHUA JAMES rescue and assistance teams and UTBs from Stations Anytown and Shoal Point.  Her leadership during this complex rescue effort resulted in saving the lives of four AZTEC crewmembers and prevented the loss of AZTEC and potential grounding of her barge containing 50,000 BBLs of heating oil on an environmentally sensitive wetland adjacent to the summer White House.

Military Bearing/Appearance:  BMCM SEAMAN was selected as model for photographs in the upcoming revision of Uniform Regulations.  She set the standard for appearance and bearing and is emulated by her crew. She appeared on national TV following the seizure of M/V BONADVENTURE, and again after SAR response to the tug AZTEC fire.  Her outstanding representation of the CG earned her a flag note "BZ" from CCGDFIVE.

Specific Recommendation:  BMCM SEAMAN has my highest recommendation for assignment as Officer in Charge- Ashore and Afloat for Multi-Mission or AtoN.  Based upon her extensive shipboard knowledge, I recommend that she be considered first for command afloat.
