Thi s appeal has been taken in accordance with Title 46 United
States Code 239(g) and Title 46 Code of Federal Regulations
137. 30- 1.

By order dated 4 March 1966, an Exam ner of the United States
Coast Q@uard at San Francisco, California, suspended Appellant's
seaman's docunments for 2 nonths upon finding him guilty of
m sconduct . The specifications found proved allege that while
serving as a Junior Third Assistant Engineer on board the United
States SS CONTEST under authority of the |license above descri bed,
on or about 30 January to 1 February 1966, Appellant twce
wongfully failed to perform his duties, and once wongfully
absented hinself fromthe vessel.

Appellant did not appear at the hearing, so the Exam ner
entered for him a plea of not guilty to the charge and each
speci fication.

The Investigating Oficer introduced in evidence the shipping
articles and | ogbook of the vessel.

At the end of the hearing, the Exam ner rendered an oral
deci sion in which he concluded that the charge and specifications
had been proved. The Exam ner then served a witten order on
Appel I ant suspending all docunents issued to himfor a period of 2
nont hs.

The entire decision was served on 16 May 1966. Appeal was
tinely filed on 20 May 1966.

FI NDI NGS OF FACT

From 3 January to 23 February 1966, Appellant was serving as
a Junior Third Assistant Engineer on board the United States SS
CONTEST and acting under authority of his license while the ship
was on a voyage to the Far East.



On 30 January 1966, the Chief Engi neer and anot her crewrenber
were unable to awaken Appellant at the start of the working day.
Appel | ant appeared to be under the influence of intoxicants at the
tinme.

On 31 January 1966, Appellant failed to relieve the watch at
2000 hours and could not be found on board.

On 1 February 1966, Appellant refused to go on watch.

Appel | ant was given due notice of the tinme and place of the
hearing and did not appear. The |ogbook entries were in proper
formand as such constituted a prinma facie case for the government.
46 CFR 8137. 20-107.

On this appeal it is contended that Appellant's failure to
work and absence on the dates alleged were due to a nedical
condition, a Navy doctor in Ckinawa having given hima "not fit for
duty" slip. |If this is true, it seens strange that Appellant did
not, at the tinme of the logging, present this evidence to the
Master. In any event, Appellant was given the opportunity to raise
this defense at this hearing and voluntarily waived it.

Appel l ant has a long record of prior m sconduct, nuch of it
apparently due to intoxication.
