Deep Water Port Safety Zone:  Louisiana Offshore Oil Production, LLC (LOOP)

Authority. Section 10(d) of the Deepwater Port Act of 1974 (88 Stat. 2138 (33 U.S.C. 1509(d))) and Section 4(c) of the Ports and 

Waterways Safety Act, as amended (33 U.S.C. 1223(c)); 49 CFR 1.46.

General. Deepwater port safety zones are established to promote safety of life and property, marine environmental protection and navigational safety at any deepwater port and adjacent waters. In a deepwater port safety zone no installations, structures, or uses that are incompatible with port operations are permitted. The configuration of each designated safety zone is depicted on current editions of the navigational charts that cover the deepwater port area.

Per 33 CFR 150.339 Navigation of other vessels in the safety zone.  Vessels other than tankers or support vessels should not enter the safety zone of a deepwater port unless clearance has been obtained from the Vessel Traffic Supervisor.

Penalties:  Civil.
