Security Level Change Notification Process

Dear Captain Ryan:

As demonstrated by the recent elevation of the United States’ security level to Orange on September 10, 2002 by the Office of Homeland Security, there is a need to develop a process to quickly disseminate changes in Homeland Security Advisory System levels established by the Office of Homeland Security and/or changes in your organization’s Maritime Security Level (MARSEC) system.  We request your assistance to implement a process within the Eighth Coast Guard District to allow quick dissemination of changes in these systems.

We recommend a fax/email-based process.  When you receive notification of a level change, either up or down, we ask that you, and the Chief of Operations, direct your Marine Safety Offices and Group Units to notify their affected customers.  Using pre-developed fax/email distribution lists, this notification can be made quickly and efficiently.

We ask that field unit fax and email distribution lists include, at a minimum, designated waterfront facilities, maritime and offshore trade organizations (OMSA, AWO, OOC, etc.) shipping agencies, fishing associations, and marinas.  Although we assume your units already have the information needed to develop these distributions lists, please let us know if our assistance is required.

If you agree with our assessment of this need, please let us know when it’s implemented so we can advise our members and post this information on our website.
