This is a Drill This is a Drill: At 0500 on November 5, 2003 a European passenger vessel with 500 passengers aboard collides with a lake freighter at anchor in Lake Erie.  The collision injures dozens of passengers and breaches the freighter’s fuel tank causing a 30,000 gallon fuel oil spill. ERIE-EX 2003 takes place over a three-day period during the week of 3 November 2003. Numerous Local, State, US Coast Guard & other Federal Agencies will converge in Erie Pennsylvania to exercise an oil spill, a mass rescue operation, and WMD scenarios.
