Operational Guidance for CPR: The Office of Health Services (G-WKH) will be updating the Emergency Medical Services Manual COMDINST M16135.4, to include new guidance for MEDEVACS and other SAR cases involving persons in need of cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR). Before the update, as an interim step, an ALCOAST was released to provide operational guidance.  The ALCOAST provides a web link, HTTP://WWW.USCG.MIL/HQ/G-W/G-WK/WKH/INDEX.HTM, to a decision-making flow chart. This flow chart provides the protocol for basic and advance emergency medical technicians to withhold or stop CPR for individuals. The protocol only applies during certain mission parameters.
