For a smooth transition from SARMIS and Response Log to MISLE, units are strongly encouraged to integrate MISLE V2.1.1 and future releases into daily activities to the greatest extent practicable.  The MISLE training system is available at http://misletrainweb.osc.uscg.mil/globaltrain.  This is an excellent tool to become familiar with the MISLE response screens. SafetyNET:  All users of the Telenor SafetyNET system should be using their individual unit account.  The “labvms” SafetyNET account will be terminated OAR 15AUG02.  In order to provide troubleshooting assistance, all units with SafetyNET accounts are requested to provide their SafetyNET account sign-on and password to LTJG Robert Carroll (G-OPR-1) via e-mail (Rcarroll@comdt.uscg.mil) by COB 5AUG02. 

Command Center PQS Development:  The National Search and Rescue School, OPCEN STAN Team (OPSTAN) will be hosting a 3-day watchstander PQS development conference in Williamsburg, VA from 26-28AUG02.  The purpose of the conference is to develop a standardized PQS to be used by commands when qualifying command center personnel in SAR Planning, Command, Control and Communications at the District, Group and Activity level. OPSTAN TEAM:  The Operations Center Standardization Team (OPSTAN) has completed their FY 2002 visits. During the first two years of existence, the OPSTAN Team visited every District OPCEN, GANTSEC, and eight Group offices.
