V. ICS Supplies (Part 1): 
 
Continuity of Operations is critical for the Coast Guard.  You may set up an Incident Command Post (ICP) 
at your unit or you may to set up an ICP in any location.  Your ICP materials need to be mobile or set up 
in “go-kits” and you need to have adequate supplies to work with or without computers/web access.  The 
ICS position specific job aids have “go-kit” lists.  A go-kit can be used in the office but has the flexibility to 
go anywhere and be ready to go wherever the ICP is to fully support the incident.

Sources of Supply:  There are several sources of supply for ICS vests and can be found by doing a 
simple web search.  The style of the vest is not set, so other than color coding, units can purchase any 
style of vest that meets their needs (i.e. pockets, Velcro, reflective tape, etc.).  Costs vary from $10/vest to 
$50/vest.   
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
