Coast guard Day |
2007 marked a spe- |
cial milestone as the
organization an-
nounced that over
one million lives
were saved since the Coast Guard’s es-
tablishment in 1790.

A tool used for many of those saves
is Amver; a computer-based system that
resides and is supported at OSC.

Amver is a voluntary global ship-
reporting system used worldwide. Que-
rying the Amver database, rescue coor-
dinators identify ships in the distress
area and divert the one best-suited.

In 2006, the average daily plot was
over 3,000 vessels. Over 5,000 vessels
from almost 90 countries received cer-
tificates for their Amver participation.

Congratulations to Del Tomaini and
her C&A team as they received a total
score of 98.2 points out of 100 in De-
partment of Homeland Security’s Rais-
ing the Bar initiative.

All OSC operational systems now
have a current Authority to Operate
(ATO). These 25 different Business and
General Support Systems constitute over
20% of all Coast Guard systems in
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7-10 visits to colleges beginning in Oc-
tober. They conduct over 200 interviews
that yield about 10-15 candidates for the
14-week summer program.

This summer, 10 students from 6
area colleges and universities paired
with functional teams to pursue specific
initiatives in Oracle, Microsoft, Java,
other programming environments.

Area Colleges represented this sum-
mer included: Gettysburg College,
James Madison University, Morgan
State University, University of Alabama,
Virginia Tech, and West Virginia Uni-
versity.
