Instruction includes towing elements, physics and fundamentals of buoyancy as applied to salvage, basic salvage naval architecture to include geometry of ships and sources of information, longitudinal stability and trim, effects of weight and impaired ship stability, ship strength to include load, shear and bending moments in ship’s girders, stress in the hull girder and analysis of strength in salvage operations, ship strandings to include influences on strandings, ground reaction, effects of the sea floor, effects of the sea, stability of stranded ships and stranding calculations, ground reaction reduction methods, operations to refloat stranded ships, harbor clearance to include organization and planning, patching and cofferdaming and methods for recovering buoyancy and liquid transfer from a sunken vessel.
