S: 26 y/o AD male presents with complaint of cough, congestion, and sore throat. Denies fever, chills, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Symptoms started three days ago and have gotten worse. Tried OTC meds with little relief. 
PMH: Non-contributory

SHX: Smokes ½ PPD only while underway.

MEDS: MVI

WNWD NAD VSS

EENT: Eyes/conjunctivia clear with no discharge, PERL, bilateral EAC clear with scant cerumen noted, right TM pearly gray and mobile, left TM non-mobile injected and red. Clear nasal discharge noted. Oral pharynx enlarged red nodes without exudate. Uvula is midline.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation, good air movement A/P normal

Heart: S1, S1 noted No Murmurs, rubs or gallops

Skin: clear no rash  

Rapid strep positive

A:  
1. Strep pharyngitis 

2. Otitis media

P:
1. Amox 500mg PO TID x 10 days # 30

2. Motrin 400mg PO q 8 hours x 3 days # 30


3. Deconsal 1-2 PO BID x 7 days # 30


4. No watch x 48 hours


5. Report back to sickbay for re-check and duty status in 48 hours
