
Introduction: This guide is intended to provide a standard process for requesting ADOS orders to continue to support Deepwater Horizon Response operations. The use of short term ADOS orders has been authorized for qualified reservists up to, but not to exceed 180 days. Reservists must complete 60-day Involuntary Title 14 orders before being offered ADOS orders. Optimally, the ADOS period begins immediately following the Title 14 orders with no break in service.

U.S COAST GUARD RESERVISTS CURRENTLY MOBILIZED ON TITLE 14 MUST COMPLETE THEIR FULL 60 DAY TITLE 14 ORDERS PRIOR TO TRANSITIONING TO VOLUNTARY SHORT-TERM ADOS ORDERS WITH NO BREAK IN SERVICE  (ADOS-AC ORDERS WILL BEGIN THE DAY FOLLOWING TITLE 14 ORDERS END).

ADOS ORDERS WILL BE STRICTLY LIMITED TO MAXIMUM OF 180 DAYS INCLUSIVE OF LEAVE AND RETURN TRAVEL TO HOME UNIT.
FOR PURPOSES OF THIS RESPONSE, RESERVISTS WITH 16 OR MORE YEARS OF ACTIVE DUTY UPON CONCLUSION OF A COMBINATION OF TITLE 14 AND ADOS ORDERS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED FOR SHORT-TERM ADOS ORDERS. ALCOAST 268/10 PROVIDES AMPLIFYING GUIDANCE FOR RESERVISTS.

Order Notes – Title 14 to ADOS-AC

Use order note Y22:

Member has accepted voluntary non-contingency short-term ADOS-AC orders under 10 U.S.C. 12301(d) in conjunction with involuntary reserve recall to active duty under Title 14.  These orders are in support of Operation Deepwater Horizon.

Member is transitioning from Title 14 to ADOS-AC per CGMS message DTG xxxxxxZ MMM 10.

ADOS-AC not to exceed 180 days when combined consecutively with 60 days Title 14 (60 days Title 14 + 180 days ADOS = 240 days total).  

Voluntary ADOS orders are eligible for additional benefits beyond those offered by Title 14 orders including early retirement credit and Post 9/11 GI Bill credit.  Reservists should review the full listing of benefits and entitlements at:  www.uscg.mil/reserve/member_links.asp
Reservists shall complete a limited periodic health assessment (PHA) prior to conclusion of the combination of Title 14 and short-term ADOS orders in accordance with ALCOAST 286/10.

Members with dependents who meet the basic FSA-T eligibility requirements under Section 3-H-3.a(a) of the Coast Guard Pay Manual under Title 14 orders continue to be entitled to FSA-T if orders to consecutive active duty under ADOS-AC orders.

DO NOT USE THE FOLLOWING ORDER NOTES:

M06: Member has been called up under 10 U.S.C. 12301(d) per Executive Order 13223 dated September 14, 2001.  The Secretaries of the Military Departments have each determined the period of service under 10 U.S.C. 12301(d) as exempt from the five year limit in 38 U.S.C. 4312 (c) (4) (B).

M04: These orders are in support of a DOD contingency operation.  These orders are supporting operation:  Operation Iraqi Freedom, Operation Enduring Freedom, etc.

M02: Early TRICARE benefits may be available to you and your family prior to the beginning of your orders, and during the 30-day medical screening period, unless or until these orders are cancelled.  If you continue on active duty for a period of 30 days or more, you and your dependents may also be entitled to 180 days of Transition Assistance Medical Program benefits.

M03: Contact your servicing Health Benefits Advisor or command if you have any further questions about your temporary rights or benefits under the National Authorization Act of 2004.  (Note: Some benefits may expire on December 31, 2004 or earlier, until the pool of funding is exhausted.)
