Waivers
1.    In general, waivers will be considered:
· on a case-by-case basis. 

· if you have previously attended the Class "C" course (except for PCO/PXO Afloat - see below). 

· when submitted via CGMS or standard memo (no e-mails). 

Temporary waivers may be approved if no quotas are available due to funding issues, full class convenings, etc.
2.   In general, waivers will not be considered for schedule conflicts with:
· CART/TACT/TSTA 

· underway deployments. 

· PCS events, HHG moves. 

3.   For PCO/PXO Afloat (340380), waivers may be considered:
· if you have attended the course in the last two years. 

· if you are PCSing "back-to-back" on the same cutter class. 

· if endorsed by your future unit CO/OIC (for prospective XOs/XPOs). 

· if endorsed by your operational commander (for prospective COs/OICs). 

4.   For PCO/PXO afloat (340380), waivers will not be considered:
· based solely on previous attendance or multiple attendance. 

· if PCSing from shore to afloat duty. 

5.  The decision matrix for PCO/PXO afloat (340380) is a general guideline.  Members should contact their future unit/operational commander seeking concurrence prior to sending waiver request.
