*********** IMPORTANT INFORMATION **********

This area is “The Hamptons”.  Apartments and home’s rent for $30,000.00 minimum from the period of Memorial Day to Labor Day.  You will need to get into Gov’t owned housing if married, or will get a room assigned if single.  All year round small apartments and studios are available to those receiving BAH but start looking online or through realtors prior to reporting.   Again, early contact with your sponsor and the Housing Officer at SFO Moriches is very important.

There are numerous things to do here on Long Island.  The beaches are beautiful.  During the summer the population of Long Island doubles from the winter time.  New York City has many fun things to offer.  There is the option of driving in or you can take the train.

There are several different volunteer organizations around.  Volunteer Ambulance Corp or the first department is also a volunteer.

When reporting aboard, ANT Moriches, you will start hands- on training as soon as possible.  You will become familiar with the (3) boats (49’ BUSL, 45’ BU, 26’ TANB) that the unit utilizes.  You will receive all your appropriate PQS / JQR Qualifications.  At which time you will be given deadlines to qualify in your appropriate jobs.
