All members require a military ID to gain entrance to the facility and additionally a temporary vehicle pass will be required.  Temporary passes can be picked up from the pass office located outside Gate 1 (a sentry will direct you to the pass office).  The taking of photographs while on the Portsmouth Naval Shipyard (PNSY) is strictly prohibited unless previous authorization is received from the PNSY security staff.

     CAMPBELL’s Instructions should be read as soon as possible upon reporting.  These directives contain valuable information about command policies and procedures.  They are located on the Mess deck or in the Ships Office.

“The said LESSOR agrees that in the event said LESSEE shall be transferred by military orders from ____________, or be required to occupy government quarters, then, in either of such events, said LESSEE has and shall have the right to terminate this lease prior to the date of expiration there of by delivering to the LESSOR a thirty (30) day notice in writing of such transfer or assignment, and the effective date thereof, said notice to be sent to the LESSOR by registered mail.”

Pets:  A few landlords in the Portsmouth area allow pets.  Those who do restrict the number and size of the pets, and usually require a $25 to $200 deposit, all or part of which may be non-refundable.  With the weather conditions associated with the Northeast, finding good rentals that accept pets is difficult.

     Permissive Orders For House Hunting:  Permissive orders for “house hunting trips” consist of up to ten days authorized absence to search for a new residence at the new duty station.  This is specifically for the benefit of members with PCS orders. The ten days absence is issued at the discretion of the Commanding Officer of the old duty station.  It may be combined with leave or liberty to extend the period, but may not be combined with any travel, proceed time, or leave incident to PCS orders.  The Military Assignments and Authorized Absences, COMDTINST M1000.8 allows the Commanding Officer at the gaining unit to grant administrative absences during circumstances (such as distance, cost, or TAD) for up to five working days when the member is unable to make use of permissive orders for house hunting prior to departing the last unit
     Temporary Lodging Expense (TLE):  TLE is authorized for:

(1). A total of 10 days in connection with a PCS between two PDS’s (permanent duty station) in           CONUS; (For example, 5 days in the vicinity of the old and 5 days in the vicinity of the new PDS or 10 days in the vicinity of either the old or new PDS, but not both).

(2). 10 days in connection with a PCS from outside CONUS to a CONUS PDS.

Temporary lodging for which TLE is authorized must, in fact, be a temporary place of residence. 

Lodgings occupied upon initial arrival at a new PDS location which are permanent type residence quarters into which a members moves his or her household goods (HHG) and continues occupancy indefinitely will not be considered temporary lodgings for TLE.  Keep receipts and declare TLE when you submit your PCS travel claim.
Accepting an Off Base Rental:
DO...
Decide if you will or will not accept leased housing when it becomes available.

DO...
Make a thorough search of the surrounding area to find a house or an apartment suitable as to location and rent to meet your needs.

DO...
Explain to the landlord, if you intend to accept leased housing, that you will move into government quarters when they become available.

DO...
Read lease or rental agreements thoroughly and request changes or modifications to clauses you cannot meet.  

DO...
Verify the amount of rent, ask if any of the following are included in the rent: water, electricity, gas, trash collection and cable TV service.

DO...
Be aware that most rentals require first and last months rent plus a deposit be paid 

immediately.

DO...
Ensure the facility is not subject to summer rates.

DO...
Ensure that you have written verification if security, cleaning and damage deposits, or pet fees are refundable upon termination of tenancy.

DO...
Have the landlord conduct an inspection/inventory with you at the rental premises.

DO...
Obtain a copy of everything you sign.  Oregon Real Estate Law entitles you to a copy at the time of your signature to any document concerning Real Property.

DON’T 
Enter into any lease or agreement you do not intend to honor.

DON’T
Accept quarters where the lease or rental agreement does not include a military release clause for a permanent change of station.

DON’T RUSH.  Do not accept a rental that you and your family will not be happy with.

CAMPBELL FACTS AND HISTORY
Campbell Coat of Arms:
CAMPBELL's Coat of Arms was designed by the U.S. Army Institute of Heraldry using colors and symbols from the CAMPBELL family crest and the coat of arms of her proud forebears.

SYMBOLISM

SHIELD: Blue alludes to the sea and gold indicates excellence. The ship wheel symbolizes seaworthiness and leadership. The six sections and handles refer to the number of ships who have borne the name CAMPBELL. The lightning bolts represent the quick strike capabilities and CAMPBELL's modern sensors. The shield and fortified wall with six crenellations symbolizes the heritage and traditions of the present and five previous CAMPBELL's. The battering ram represents the sinking of the U-606 by ramming by USS CAMPBELL (CG-32).

CREST: During her many years of service, the fifth CAMPBELL (WHEC-32) earned the title "Queen of the Seas". This is represented by the naval crown, which is of ancient origin granted to eminent sailors. The colors gold and black are adapted from the coat of arms of the various branches of Clan CAMPBELL. 

SUPPORTERS: The heraldic sea horse, a powerful marine animal, symbolizes USCGC CAMPBELL and it's crew and has been perpetuated from the coat of arms of the fifth USCGC CAMPBELL (WMEC-32).

CGC CAMPBELL History: USCGC CAMPBELL (WMEC-909) is the sixth cutter to bear the name CAMPBELL. Four were named for George Washington Campbell, Secretary of the Treasury in 1814. One was named for James Campbell, Postmaster General in 1863. The newest CAMPBELL, the ninth of the Coast Guard Famous Cutter class, is named to honor the previous CAMPBELLs, especially the USS CAMPBELL CG-32. The first CAMPBELL, a schooner, patrolled the Chesapeake Bay from 1830 to 1834. The second, also a schooner, saw service in the Gulf of Mexico between 1834-1839 and participated in the Seminole Indian War. The third CAMPBELL, built in 1848, was considered the finest example of the sailing cutter; sleek and trim in appearance, she was called "Queen of Sailing Cutters". The fourth CAMPBELL, built in Somerset, Massachusetts, patrolled New England waters from 1853-1875. The fifth CAMPBELL, CG-32, was the longest lived and the most famous. Built at the Philadelphia Navy Yard in 1936, USS CAMPBELL CG-32 earned the title "Queen of the Seas" during her illustrious forty-six year career which spanned World War II, the Korean and Vietnam Wars. CAMPBELL and five sister ships each saw extensive action as convoy escorts during the Battle of the Atlantic throughout 1942-1943. Capable of maintaining a twenty knot speed in seas that slowed destroyers, these ships were ideal for protecting shipping in the mid Atlantic sector. Direction finding equipment and Asdic (early sonar) provided the primary anti-submarine defense. In February 1943 CAMPBELL was detailed to escort Convoy ON-166 and to provide Search-and-Rescue for any ships in distress. In the early morning hours of February 21st, the convoy was surrounded by a German U-Boat "Wolf Pack". U-606 torpedoed and sank the SS NIELSON ALONSO. Dispatched to assist, CAMPBELL rescued fifty survivors and then turned to attack another boat, U-753, damaging it so badly that the U-Boat had to withdraw from the wolf pack. Throughout the 21st and 22nd, CAMPBELL attacked several U-Boats inflicting damage and driving off the attackers. Later on the 22nd U-606, having sustained heavy depth charge damage, surfaced in the midst of the convoy attempting a daring surface attack. CAMPBELL struck the sub a glancing blow that gashed CAMPBELL's hull in the engine room below the waterline. CAMPBELL fought on, dropping two depth charges which exploded and lifted the sub four feet out of the water. The crew brought all guns to bear on the subs, fighting on until water in the engine room shorted out all electricity. At the same time CAMPBELL lost power and the searchlights illuminating the sub went out, the U-Boat Commander ordered the sub abandoned. CAMPBELL ceased fire and lowered boats to rescue the subs survivors. CAMPBELL, disabled in the attack, was towed to port nine days later. She was repaired, rejoining the fleet for convoy duty until the German surrender. She was subsequently transferred to the Pacific to serve as an Amphibious Flagship until the end of the war. After World War II, CAMPBELL returned to peacetime duties under the Treasury Department and was designated a Coast Guard Cutter. All Coast Guard vessels since that time have borne the title U.S. Coast Guard Cutter (USCGC) rather than the USS title of U.S. NAVY ships. CAMPBELL was twice more called to combat action, in Korean and Vietnamese waters. During Operation Market-Time, CAMPBELL destroyed or damaged 105 Viet Cong structures and steamed over thirty-two thousand miles in the Vietnamese War Zone. CAMPBELL was assigned to Search-and-Rescue, Maritime Law Enforcement, Military Readiness, and Ocean Station duties. She was homeported in New York City until 1969 when she moved to Portland, Maine. In 1974 her homeport was again changed, this time to Port Angeles, Washington. There she continued her peacetime duties until decommissioned in 1982. At the time of decommissioning, CAMPBELL was the oldest active continually commissioned vessel in the United States Fleet.
Sinbad: On a cold winter night in 1937 a homeless puppy was smuggled aboard the Coast Guard Cutter CAMPBELL. The friendly black, white, and tan dog of dubious ancestry was named SINBAD and declared mascot of the ship. Aboard CAMPBELL from 1937 to 1948 he became the best morale builder, good luck charm, and mascot afloat. His travels covered several hundred thousand miles to the Arctic, Europe, North Africa, and Japan. His experiences included peacetime weather patrols and search and rescue missions. Wartime duties took him on many convoy escort trips, fighting enemy submarines, and rescuing torpedoed merchant vessel crews. In 1948, after 11 rigorous years at sea, he was retired to Coast Guard light Station Barnagat, New Jersey where he died in December 1951. To all who knew him, SINBAD was an exceptional friend, a loyal comrade, and always a trusted shipmate.
Accomplishments: CAMPBELL (WMEC-909) has an impressive history of service to the public. In September of 1991, CAMPBELL was assigned as On-Scene Commander (OSC) of a Search and Rescue (SAR) case involving the S/V MOORINGS 38, lost during Hurricane Bob. As OSC, CAMPBELL coordinated the search of 10 aircraft from the U.S. Navy, Air Force, Coast Guard and Canadian Navy. After 6 days of intensive searching, three survivors clinging to a life raft were found and rescued approximately 100 miles of the coast of New Jersey. CAMPBELL has also taken an active role in the Caribbean migrant crisis, recovering both Haitian and Cuban migrants fleeing their homeland on unseaworthy vessels.
CAMPBELL also made the history books on January 5, 1992 with the seizure of the 495-foot Panamanian flagged freighter HARBOUR in international waters south of the Windward Passage. Intelligence reports from the Drug Enforcement Administration led to the discovery of 10,422 lbs. of cocaine within the dark holds of the freighter. Before fleeing the freighter, the crew set fires to scuttle the ship. A colossal effort put forth by Campbell’s rescue and assistance team extinguished the fires and pumped out over 20 feet of water in the HARBOUR's engine room to keep them afloat. All crewmembers were subsequently arrested. This is proved to be the largest maritime cocaine seizure in the history of the Seventh District Coast Guard District and the third largest in Coast Guard history.

CAMPBELL was presented with the Coast Guard Meritorious Unit Commendation for this impressive case. In November 1994, CAMPBELL was directed to assist the 908 foot M/V POLYDOROS, which was on fire. The freighter's 25 member crew was evacuated by helicopter and Campbell’s Rescue and Assistance Team went aboard to save the freighter and the cargo of fuel. After many hours of fighting the fire, the ship was saved, avoiding an environmental disaster of international proportions.
In the spring of 1995, CAMPBELL was again in the news as the M/V ROYAL MAJESTY ran aground off Nantucket Shoals. CAMPBELL was the first unit on scene, and ensured the safety of over 2500 passengers and crew. In March of 1996, CAMPBELL seized 480 kilos of cocaine left floating after an interrupted airdrop 60 miles southwest of Saba Island (near St. Martin). The cocaine, worth $24 million, was tightly wrapped in 16 bales to prevent it from sinking. CAMPBELL would return to the spotlight in July of 1996 as the On-Scene Commander for TWA Flight 800, a tragedy that shocked the nation. CAMPBELL was charged with keeping vessels from the crash site and with retrieving debris.
In the fall of 1996, CAMPBELL participated in UNITAS 37-96. UNITAS was the 37th in a series of annual exercises involving the U.S. Navy, USCG, and the various South American navies. The naval training focused on national defense while Coast Guard training focused on Law Enforcement, Search and Rescue, and Damage Control. For the first time, CAMPBELL transited the Panama Canal and crossed the equator, visiting ports in Ecuador, Panama and Colombia. While returning from UNITAS, CAMPBELL interdicted the M/V SEA CLIFF, a 44-foot go fast, recovering over 1000 kilos of cocaine, worth over $50 million. CAMPBELL received word that a NAVY P-3 had spotted a suspect vessel and was vectored to intercept. As CAMPBELL closed, bales were located in the water and the Rigid Hull Inflatable (RHI) was launched to investigate. The RHI picked up one bale, which tested positive for cocaine. Campbell’s RHI continued pursuit of the go-fast, receiving updates from the P-3. Only 30 miles from the Colombian waters, the go-fast had engine problems, enabling CAMPBELL and the RHI to catch up and board it. The SEA CLIFF and crew were turned over to Colombian authorities for further disposition. CAMPBELL had continued success in drug interdiction in 1997 with the recovery of 400 pounds of marijuana worth over $1 million and the subsequent seizure of the M/V JUST LIKE YOU attempting to smuggle 1,700 lbs. of cocaine into the United States. CAMPBELL received the Coast Guard Meritorious Unit Commendation for the seizure of SEA CLIFF, JUST LIKE YOU and efforts in the disruption of drug smuggling go-fast vessels in the Caribbean Sea. In January 1998 while on a Southern Patrol, CAMPBELL located, pursed, and boarded the decommissioned Navy tug COSHECTON. During the subsequent dockside boarding in Key West, FL, Coast Guard and U.S. Customs officials discovered 2.9 tons of cocaine in a hidden compartment. This seizure marked the second largest interdiction in Campbell’s history worth over 500 million dollars. CAMPBELL has not only been engaged in the War on Drugs and the interdiction of Cuban and Haitian migrants, but has also played a major role in the regulation of federal laws and safety requirements within the commercial fishing industry. In partnership with the National Marine Fisheries Service, the Coast Guard serves as the sea enforcement agency for the fishing industry. CAMPBELL routinely patrols the grounds of George's Bank off the New England Coast enforcing fisheries regulations while standing ready to assist mariners in distress.

CAMPBELL also has a seabag locker for the stowage of off-season items such as Service Dress Coat and seldom-used items.

	

	(23) What personal gear can I bring?  This depends on how MUCH other gear you bring.  Some crewmembers have their portable computers, PlayStations, extra food, etc.  However, you may have to sacrifice the amount of clothing you bring to make room for such items.  Feel free to ask your sponsor about specific items.

	


Questions to ask if you have dependents or getting married enroute…

NOTE: Make sure the Ship’s Office knows if you plan to get married while on leave as soon as possible.  The sooner this information is shared, the sooner they can address pay issues and potential travel problems.

	The Big Day - Reporting aboard…

NOTE:  Remember and use what you have learned. You get only one chance to make a good first impression. Salute smartly. Use “yes, sir” and
             “yes, Chief” and “Petty Officer, last name” until you are told otherwise.

	How do I prepare to report?
	Call the ship and speak with your sponsor.

· Prior to reporting, contact the ship and speak with your sponsor.  Write down the name.

· Ask your sponsor if CAMPBELL is going to be underway on your reporting day.  Have the day and date ready from your orders.

Have an alternate plan…

· Ask what to do if the ship is underway.  Usually you will report to Base Boston until the ship returns, or CAMPBELL will make arrangements for you to meet them at the next port of call.  Write down the name and phone number of the alternate person.  Call that person to confirm the check-in procedures.  

NOTE:  It is important that you understand the procedure that your new unit has set for you to report in upon arrival.  First impressions are everlasting.

	What do I do if CAMPBELL is underway?
	Plans change

· If CAMPBELL is currently underway, you must contact the PSU YN to get the necessary details to ensure your check-in goes smoothly.  

NOTE: It is not uncommon for schedules to change.  You must have the names and phone numbers for the alternate check-in procedures.

· If no contact is made prior to leaving your current unit, keep attempting to contact CAMPBELL or Base Boston while on leave.

	Where am I going to live?


	· Your sponsor should explain to you CAMPBELL’s housing/berthing policies and availability.

· You should know this before you arrive for your first day of work.

· If you are single and plan on getting married while on leave, you must inform the Ship’s Office. What size and type of housing is based on the number of dependents, children’s gender and age and availability.  Also, it imperative that this information is disclosed so the shipment of your spouse’s household goods can be included in your orders.

	What can I bring aboard?


	Available space is the key.

· When you talk to your sponsor ask what, besides your full sea bag, you should bring with you to the ship.  

· CAMPBELL is limited on available storage space, and may not have room for you to bring a lot of personal belongings.  You may bring a reasonable amount of civilian clothing, a small portable stereo, etc., depending on storage space. Ask if in doubt!  Don’t assume.

Firearms.

· If you are authorized to bring firearms to your unit, ensure that you understand the unit’s policy on storage of your firearms in the unit’s small arms safe (if necessary), and the local laws governing personal firearms.

· Contact your airlines carrier to get their policy for checking firearms in baggage.

	Reporting to you new unit
	The Big Day

· If you plan  to drive, insure you have your vehicle registration, insurance, and valid driver’s license.

· Upon arriving you should be in an inspection ready DRESS uniform, as appropriate, as you will only get one chance to make a good first impression.  You can change into work uniform after initial check-in.

	Check-in sheets
	Your sponsor will get you a unit check-in sheet.  The check-in sheet lists personnel and their duties that are important to you. At a minimum you should understand….

Travel Claim:  Submitted within 03 days after arriving at your new unit. Your Yeoman will assist you in filling out and submitting the required forms.  Save receipts for all travel related expenses in excess of $75.00 and all lodging.  Retain a copy of your claim and all receipts.  90% of the work is good record keeping.

Educational Services Officer (ESO):  Course materials for advancement are ordered through the ESO.  Has info on College Level Entrance Program (CLEP), DANTES program and the Coast Guard Institute. 

Medical:  The Health Benefits Advisor (HBA), unit’s medical personnel or XO will assist you.  For dependents, the HBA has a list of local physicians and dentists that have been pre-approved for Tricare.

Supervisors: Your chain of command will sit down with you and discuss what their expectations are for you.

· If you are unsure of anything, now is the time to ask. 

· If you have career goals, make them known. 

· Ask your supervisor to help you map out a course of action that will allow you to accomplish your goals.  

Note: A good work ethic, positive attitude and military bearing will serve you well.  

	Bottom line
	Check in, qualify for duty, qualify for watch, and qualify for advancement, then focus on off-duty education.
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
