JEFFERSON ISLAND. JEFFERSON ISLAND is the 40th of the 110-foot Island Class Patrol Boats.  The cutter’s crew consists of 3 Officers and 15 Enlisted members. Patrol boats are the leading edge for Coast Guard operations and are usually away from home port approximately 150 days a year. JEFFERSON ISLAND’s primary missions are Domestic Fisheries Enforcement, Search and Rescue, and Homeland Security. We all look forward to working with you.  
Typical SA/SN Job Assignment: Deck Dept.- Inport Crewman of the Watch, Under Way Quarter Master of the Watch (QMOW), Boat Crewman, and Boarding Team Member (BTM).
Typical FA/FN Job Assignment: Engineering Dept.- Inport Crewman of the Watch, Under Way Engineer of the Watch (EOW), Boat Crewman, and Boarding Team Member (BTM).

Inport Watch and duty rotation for SA/SN & FA/FN: Inport Crewman 1 in 4 day rotation. (1 day on duty, 3 days off duty)
Underway Watch type and duty rotation for SA/SN:  QMOW 1 in 4. (3 hours on watch, 9 hours off watch)
Underway Watch type and duty rotation for FA/FN:  EOW 1 in 4. (3 hours on watch, 9 hours off watch)

Special procedures for reporting after hours: Report to the cutter’s Officer of the Day. When in port, JEFFERSON ISLAND always maintains a 24-hour watch.
If unit is underway, report to Sector Northern New England’s Master at Arms (MAA), 207-767-0317 Monday – Friday 0800-1600.  If reporting after hours contact Sector Officer of the Day, 207-741-5493.
To be assigned a barracks room, new members must check in with Housing Office (207) 780-3074/3071.
