ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

CG SECTOR SOUTHEASTERN NEW ENGLAND
CG Sector Southeastern New England is a CG facility and does not keep a gate guard on duty 24 hours a day.  It is recommended that you report to the cutter prior to 1600 so the gate will be manned.  If you do arrive after the gate is closed, however, the communications center watchstander will allow you access to the base.

NO WEAPONS SHOULD BE BROUGHT TO TYBEE FOR STORAGE WHILE REPORTING IN and random vehicle searches are conducted daily regardless of THREATCON status.  All members require a military ID to gain entrance to the facility.

Duty Sections:

TYBEE normally runs a two-man duty section. Two people are responsible for the safety and security of the ship each day.  The cutter is equipped with an Intruder Detection System whenever the duty crew is asleep.  The normal rotation for non-qualified personnel is 1/3 and the qualified rotation varies from 1/4 to 1/7.

Directives:

TYBEE’s standing orders should be read as soon as possible upon reporting.  These directives contain valuable information about command policies and procedures.  They are located on the Messdeck or on the bridge. Special attention should be paid to the current FPCON Instruction that guides the changes in duty section responsibilities for different Threat Conditions and the Unit Training Instruction that guides you through the qualification process and assigned watchstations.

Recall:

Normally, TYBEE is in some sort of recall status.  The normal recall status ranges from B-2 to B-24. You are required to provide and maintain a current recall phone number and address at all times.  In case of an emergency the ship must be able to reach/locate you immediately.  You are solely responsible for ensuring that your recall information is accurate and you should provide this as soon as you report aboard.
Normal Workday

The normal inport workday begins at 0800, liberty is granted at 1500 depending on your department heads discretion.  The majority of the outdoor work is reserved for the warmer summer months while the winter is dedicated to interior maintenance for deck department personnel.

CHECKING-IN:

Report in the uniform of the day to the ship, USCGC TYBEE, located at Berth 3 on board Coast Guard Group Woods Hole in Woods Hole Massachusetts.  Your sponsor should arrange to meet you upon your arrival and assist you in getting situated, it is recommended that you call ahead to ensure your sponsor is aboard the day you are scheduled to report (otherwise you will be given a person to guide you around by the OOD when you report and then meet with your sponsor at a later date).

UNIFORM OF THE DAY:

When reporting aboard the uniform of the day will be Service Dress Blues.   Normal Uniform of the Day on board TYBEE is the ODU with unit ball cap.

HOUSING:

General - Cape Cod is still considered Mandatory Housing by the Coast Guard.  The CO at the Air Station has authorized the Housing Office to grant waivers to all E-4 and above assigned to afloat units from the mandatory assignment, BUT, they must first submit their request to that office on form CG-5267 (Application for Assignment to Military Housing).  If the request is granted, the housing office will issue Form DD-1747 (Status of Housing Availability) to the member.  It is that form that the member needs to receive any entitlements such as BAH with/without or DLA for single members.  See enclosed web pages for more information on CG housing.

AIRPORTS:

The nearest major airports to TYBEE are located in Boston Massachusetts, Providence, RI. All are located within a 90 minute drive of the base.  There is a local airport in Hyannis, MA, but the cost of flying into this airport is normally nearly double Providence or Boston.

WEATHER:

The weather in Woods Hole is classic New England weather.  New England is blessed with four full and distinct seasons.  Summer months are normally in the 75-85 degree range and there are several major beaches within a 15 minute drive of the base.  The winter is characteristically cold and snowy.  The spring time is mild with temperatures in the mid 60s while the fall brings cool temperatures once again and wonderful foliage. Woods Hole is a popular tourist destination in the summer.  The ferry that travels several times each day to Martha’s Vineyard is the nearest commercial property by the CG base.  Cape Cod also offers a variety of beaches those on the seaward side offering more active water while those on the Bay side offering more tranquil settings and is often mobbed with tourists throughout the summer months.
