Newly arrived personnel are expected to fill demanding, yet rewarding billets and will qualify as Detachment Boarding Officers, Boarding Team Members and Leading Petty Officers.  The unit has approximately 100 personnel made up of (8) law enforcement detachments (LEDET), a training Department and Command Cadre. LEDET’s are comprised of 8-10 member teams which deploy 40 -70 days at a time; approximately 185 to 200 days a year.  Housing for accompanied personnel is difficult to find with the local San Diego housing availability of less than 1%.  Unaccompanied personnel may apply for barracks.

The San Diego area has much to offer military personnel of any age.  There are more then (5) major beaches all within 1/2 hr drive from downtown, which is where the CG barracks are located.  Also, there is Sea World, the San Diego Zoo, Balboa Park and three wild animal parks again all within a 1/2 hr drive.  Downtown San Diego has many attractions including:  Horton Plaza, Shopping, restaurants, and the Historic Gas lamp District.  The Gas lamp District and Old town areas are historic parts of San Diego, with shopping and restaurants and numerous clubs and bars for patrons over the legal drinking age.  There’s a lot to do during the weekends in San Diego.  Tourism here is pretty big, since the climate is always so nice.  If you have kids there is also Lego Land, San Diego Museum, Sea Port Village and Old Town.  If you’re into sports, the San Diego Padres, Chargers, Gulls and Flash (Pro soccer) are located in the area.
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
