Coast Guard Station LA/LB is a little station with a big job.  The station has a large AOR (Area of Response) which extends thirty miles out from Pt. Dume in the north to San Mateo Point in the south, including santa catalina island.  We currently have 3 41’ UTB’s and 6 25’ Safe Boats. A large number of billets has been added to the station with the increase of boats. Therefore the workload is evenly dispersed amongst the crew.  When you first get to the station you will receive instruction on all of the qualifications that will be expected of you.  The duty schedule is set up nicely so that you are able to get things done outside of work.  There is no housing on ISC San Pedro, so the crew lives either on the economy (BAH) or in the optional government leased housing. With the cost of gasoline prices constantly on the rise and the inability for anyone to judge traffic conditions it is recommended that you locate yourself as close to the station as possible. 

The station is located on ISC San Pedro, which is on Terminal island. Terminal Island is a heavy industrial hub for the Ports of Los Angeles and Long Beach. The location of the Station makes a great base of operations for our Law Enforcement efforts. The Station is on an Island and on one side there is San Pedro and on the other is downtown Long Beach.  In Long Beach there are many different things to do for both single and married members. No matter what your cultural background there is very diverse dining, and entertainment selections to cater to your needs. If you enjoy surfing or just kicking back on the beach and getting a tan, Seal Beach may be just what you’re looking for. Conveniently located 15 minutes from the station many of the crew chooses to reside there. Disney Land is short drive from the station as is Huntington Beach. Winter sports are also prevalent in the area, Bear Mountain, Snow Summit, and Mountain High are all within two hours of the station.  The surrounding area possesses two basketball teams, two baseball teams, and two ice hockey teams. Another hotspot is Venice beach.
