WHAT WE DO:  Sector San Francisco conducts ever mission of the Coast guard , with the exception of Ice breaking and Aviation . They nclude Homeland Security, Search and Rescue, Law Enforcement, Boating Safety, Aids to Navigation and Marine Environmental Protection.

OUR AREA OF RESPONSIBILITY (AOR):  Offshore-Includes all ocean waters and islands in an area bounded by the California Oregon border; on the west by the outermost extent of the U.S. Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ); and on the south by a line bearing 240 degrees true from the Monterey-San Luis Obispo County line at approximately 35-47.5N.
Inland-Includes the California counties of San Mateo, San Francisco, Marin, Sonoma, Napa, Yolo, Sutter, Yuba, Sierra, Nevada, Placer, El Dorado, Sacramento, Solano, Contra Costa, Alameda, Santa Clara, Stanislaus, San Joaquin, Toulumne, Calaveras, Amador, Alpine, Monterey, Santa Cruz, San Benito, Merced, Mariposa, Madera, Fresno and Mono; all Nevada counties except Clark county; all Utah counties except Washington, Kane, Garfield and San Juan counties; and Sweetwater County, Wyoming.
CHECKING IN:  The Sector Admin Office is open Monday-Friday 0700-1500.  If you have not heard from your command-assigned sponsor please contact Admin at (415) 399-3479.  If you are checking into Sector after hours or during weekends, please contact the Sector OOD at (415) 286-1117.  Ideally your sponsor should be assisting you with arriving at the unit.  

ARRIVAL:  The San Francisco/East Bay Area is serviced by two major airports:

OMBUDSMAN:  If you are married and have dependents, Sector San Francisco is dedicated to assisting them with their needs too.  Whether it is assisting with mutual assistance loans, finding daycare, helping you with housing, anything that can and does impact your family is important to us.  The most significant element of transferring is ensuring your family is provided valuable information regarding schools, housing, legal assistance and many other items.  There is a wealth of knowledge and experience at Sector San Francisco.  We can help you and your family and point you in the right direction for most needs. Mrs. Jody Ressio is the Ombudsman for Sector San Francisco.  As the Ombudsman, Jody serves as a link between a Coast Guard command and the families of the command. An Ombudsman can assist families in locating resources, communicate information from the command to the families, and take concerns of families to the command.  As a spouse married to an active duty Coastie, Jody knows first hand the issues and concerns that effect the families of our personnel.  

HOUSING:  Currently, all married personnel or single personnel with family members, regardless of rank, must receive a release from mandatory assignment to military housing prior to obtaining housing in the private sector.  Anyone wishing to reside in the private sector must contact the Alameda Local Housing Office to receive a written release signed by the Alameda Local Housing Officer.  Failure to obtain this release prior to acquiring private sector housing will not be a reason for the Housing Officer to approve any request after the fact.  Members will be released in priority order from mandatory housing only if military family housing is full. Housing is also mandatory for all single E4 and below. Although unaccompanied housing is provided to E-4 and below, all E-5 and above single personnel are required to receive a release from mandatory assignment to military housing prior to obtaining housing in the private sector. Any single E-5 and above member must contact the Alameda Local Housing Office to receive a written release signed by the Alameda Local Housing Officer.  PLEASE NOTE:  Barracks are not available at Sector San Francisco.  You must contact the ISC Alameda Housing Office at (510) 769-0831. UNIFORMS: The Uniform Of The Day for Sector Personnel is the Operational Dress Uniform (ODU) with Tropical Blue Long as an optional uniform of the day.  Sector San Francisco conducts a Personnel Inspection (PI) once a quarter so please ensure you have a complete sea bag upon arrival to the unit.  When you report in, ensure you are in either Tropical Blue Long (preferred) or Service Dress Bravo.

JOB ASSIGNMENT: Below is the typical job tasking for entry-level personnel arriving at the unit from basic training:

Typical SA/SN job assignment: Assigned to the MAA/Deck force.   Jobs include general maintenance of the Group facilities.  Messcook duty is about every three to four months.   Typical FA/FN job assignment: Assigned to Engineering.  Jobs include PMS on equipment such as A/C units, boat hoist, boilers and emergency generators.  Messcook duty is about every three to four months.  
DUTY:  You will be expected to successfully qualify as an Alpha/Bravo Watchstander.  As a watchstander, you will stand gate watches, 4 hours in duration, assist the Officer as the Deck as needed, handle lines for USCGC ASPEN and visiting cutters.  Typically it takes most personnel approximately 2-3 weeks to get qualified.

From the East Bay:  On the Bay Bridge (Bridge Toll from east side is $3.00) take the Yerba Buena Island Exit on the left hand side.  Continue straight on Treasure Island Road (note: CALTRANS has closed the underpass so do NOT take the immediate left after exiting the freeway).  Follow this road around the island.  Just before reaching Treasure Island, take a right onto Macalla Road.  Follow Macalla Road all the way to Coast Guard Group San Francisco.  NOTE: At the first stop sign on Macalla, do not turn right up the hill following the Coast Guard Sign.  This leads to the VTS not the Group.

From San Francisco:  There is no bridge toll from this side.  Take the Treasure Island exit on the left had side.  This exits onto Treasure Island Road.  Follow the directions as above.
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
