You will develop a strong sense of teamwork, professionalism, commitment, and hard work while aboard. Typical Question and Answers

When do I report?

Your orders should have a REPORT NO LATER THAN date on them. You must report by 2359 on that date. It would be best to report in around 0800 on the reporting date so you may meet more people your first day.
Where do I report?

You will report to the ship which is moored at Navel Station Everett. The address is 2000 West Marine View DR, Everett, WA 98207.   For Directions once on base ask at the front gate or call the cutter. 
To whom do I report?

 You will report to the Command Duty Officer who will normally be on the bridge.

Where do I report if the unit is underway?

It is important that you contact the Henry Blake before arriving so we may coordinate getting you onboard. If the ship is not inport, contact the ships cell and report to the CGC Blue shark which is moored next the Henry Blake’s Moorings.

 

Into which airport should I fly?

Flights should arrive at Seattle Tacoma international airport (SEA-TAC).
How can I get from the airport to the unit?

It is approximately 45 miles from the airport to the base. Plan on taking a cab or arrange with the ship for a ride.
How much will it cost?

The estimated cab fare is $118 which will be reimbursed when you do your travel claim. Be sure to get a receipt. 
How do I report once I arrive?

Go to the bridge and request to see the Command Duty officer.
What is the unit’s primary mission?

 We work Aids to Navigation in the Puget Sound.

How many people are assigned to the unit?

Two Officers and 23 enlisted.
How many people are in my division/duty section?

The are 8 people in Engineering & in Deck and 5 in OPS.
What type of duty will I be standing?

 Inport you will stand Watch stander. Underway will be lookout.

What will my duty rotation be breaking in?

Break-ins stand a 1 in 3 duty rotation.
How long does it typically take to get qualified?

4 weeks.
What will my duty rotation be after getting qualified?

Depending on the number of watch standers, it could be 1 in 5 to 1 in 8.
What are the “striking” opportunities at the unit?

There is a possibility to strike BM, MK, EM or SK.
What uniform should I report in?

Can I bring firearms?

The Navy base does not allow personal weapons on base, so leave your firearms at home.

If so, where can I stow them?

N/A
What is the unit’s policy for privately owned vehicles?

Parking on base is at times limited, but you may bring your privately owned vehicles.
Is housing aboard the unit or off?

 Un- married non- rate personnel will be assigned a barracks room on base.  You will share a room with another Henry Blake crew member.

How much space will I have for storage?

On board ship you will have about as much room as you did in Boot camp.
What personal gear can I bring?

The best bet would be to wait until you get to the cutter and then have someone send you what you need and have room for.
What type of quarters will I be assigned? Government owned/Lease/Economy

Unmarried live in the barracks.  Married members receive Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH) and most likely will need to find an apartment in town.
What do I need to do?

After reporting we will assist you in getting the housing you are entitled to.
How far is the commute in distance and time?

The barracks are about a five minuet walk.  Off base housing varies depending on location.

How many bedrooms will I be authorized?

Depends on the number of dependents you have.

Is there a waiting list? How long

The waiting list varies depending on the time of year.  Your best bet is to report in and then check with the housing officer.
If I do live on the economy, what is the BAH rate for the area?

 For an E-2 with dependents the BAH is $1299.  Single Non-rates are not authorized BAH.
What type of medical care do we have, and how does it apply to my family and me?

Members and their families my use the Navy Medical clinic located on base.

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From the Crew….
Henry Blake’s homeport is Naval Station Everett Washington which is about 40 minutes north of downtown Seattle.  The Seattle area provides all the attractions of the “big city” life, plus you can enjoy all the outdoor activities famous to the Northwest as well.  Stevens Pass and Snoqualmie Pass are only an hour or so away and have great snow skiing and snowboarding in the winter and there are numerous fresh water lakes in the area, which provide excellent fishing, skiing, boating, etc.  Victoria and Vancouver Canada are also close and are great for weekend getaways.

The cutter’s operational area is the entire Puget Sound and Washington Coast.  Getting to sail in these pristine waters with the spectacular views of the Olympic and Cascade Mountains everyday is pretty fantastic!  Having a primary duty to service buoys is not quite as exciting as Law Enforcement and Search and Rescue, but underway you are never bored, because we typically work buoys all day long.  The work is satisfying and even fun to most, if not all, and being on a buoy tender in Puget Sound has the added luxury of being able to tie up on many of the nights in towns like Friday Harbor and Bellingham.  It is also rare for the cutter to be underway on weekends.  The cost of living in the area is rather high but for members with families, it is manageable with the BAH provided.
