Additional info:  As part of the deck force you will be doing variety of things.  We service Aids to Navigation (buoys and shore aids), we work on a couple of lighthouses.  You are going to be an Aton Tech., Rigger, Helm/Lookout, and Inport Watchstander to name a few of the job titles you will qualify to do.  To be an Aton Tech you will learn how to service and repair lights on shore aids and buoys.  To be Rigger Qualified you will know everything we do on the buoy deck, from pulling a buoy on board to working load limits of gripe chains.  When we get underway you will be required to know how to steer the boat and know what a lookout does.  When we are in port we take care of the ship, if there is any painting to be done we paint, fun things like that.  We like to get dirty, but it’s a good job and there are some good benefits to go along with the hard work we put in.  We get to see a lot of Southeast Alaska that people don’t normally see.  It is also some of the most beautiful country to travel through.  We pull into some great ports; Juneau, Haines, Canada, just to name a couple.  If you want to go fishing there is salmon, halibut, steelhead, or even trout.  There is also some really good hunting around, bear, deer, ducks, etc.  If you are not into those there are some really good trails to hike.  There are plenty of things to do to keep you occupied.

If you have a vehicle and you want to bring it, you can drive it to Bellingham Washington or Prince Rupert, BC, Canada and take the Alaska Marine Highway (AMH) Ferry to Ketchikan.  We live on an island so the only way in is by ferry or airplane.

There is a bowling alley, and movie theater in town.  The base has a nice gym with racquetball and basketball court in addition to the weight room.  Kayaks, canoes and powerboats are available for check out from ISC’s Morale.
