UNITS MISSIONS:

LORAN Station Kodiak is one of 6 transmitting stations in Alaska arranged in groups, forming LORAN chains.  LORAN Station Kodiak is located about 45 miles southwest of Kodiak on Narrow Cape.  Six rated enlisted personnel (electronic technicians, machinery technician, and storekeeper) comprise the crew.  LORAN Station Kodiak is part of the Gulf of Alaska (GOA) LORAN Chain and of the Northern Pacific (NORPAC) LORAN Chain.  The primary mission of the six personnel assigned to LORAN Station Kodiak is to develop, transmit and maintain the LORAN-C signal to the user service areas 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  The station was originally commissioned in 1976 as Loran-C Station Narrow Cape and used tube type transmitters to amplify and transmit the LORAN signal and was manned 24/7.  Today, the station is no longer manned 24 hours a day and the “old” transmitters were replaced with the “new” solid state type which is more efficient and require less maintenance than the tube type.  A normal workday is Monday through Thursday from 0645 to 1500 with the crew arriving back to town approximately at 1600 hours.

NAME OF NEAREST CITY AND DISTANCE: Kodiak 40 miles via road from the station and Anchorage 200 miles via air approx. 1 hour.  9-12 hour ferry service to Homer or Seward also on the mainland of Alaska.

NAME OF NEAREST MILITARY FACILITY AND DISTANCE: ISC Kodiak (on base).  Elmendorf Air Force Base located in Anchorage, Alaska (200 miles via air).

ANY OTHER INFORMATION A NEWLY ARRIVING MEMBER SHOULD KNOW: There is no type of mass transit available on the island.  The town of Kodiak is located approximately 8 miles from the base.  Weather is cold during the winter and it rains approximately 70 inches a year; there is not a lot of snow accumulation.  You can expect to see lots of ice, snow and rain combinations on the same day at any time during the winter November - May. During summer, the weather is cool to warm but never hot.  In the summer, the sun can stay up as late as midnight and rises again at 04:00, but during the winter months the days can be very short with the sun rising at 10:30 and setting again at 16:30.

IS MESSING AVAILABLE: Yes

QUARTERS AND OR BARRACKS AVAILABLE: Barracks are reserved for E3 and below ashore, E4 and below for afloat. All others live on the economy after requesting a release from barracks.

RATE OF AUTO INSURANCE FOR TYPICAL 18-20 YR OLD SINGLE MALE: $90.00 - $125.00/month.

IS UNACCOMPANIED PERSONNEL LEASED HOUSING AVAILABLE: Members live on the economy after being released from the barracks.

WHERE DO MOST PEOPLE BANK: There is an ATM in the convenience store on base.  Several banks and credit unions are available in the community:  Key Bank, (800-539-2968), National Bank of Alaska, (800-478-5706), and First National Bank of Anchorage, (800-856-4369).  There are also two credit unions in the area:  Credit Union 1 (800-478-2222) and Alaska Federal Credit Union (800-525-9094).

IS THERE A MALL IN THE AREA: There is a very small outdoor mall/shopping center in town; approx. 20 businesses made up of independently owned stores and restaurants. Wal-Mart is the only large discount store located on the island.  Kodiak is a small town (population is approximately 7300 in city 13,900 for the entire island) with limited expensive shopping; many people use catalogs or online shopping for the best deals.

MEMBERS WITH DEPENDENTS

COST OF AVERAGE APARTMENTS IN THE AREA: average rental charges ranging from $800 to $1200. 3 and 4 bedroom rental units are harder to find with average rental charges ranging from $1000 to $1500 for 3 bedrooms and $1200 to $2000 for 4 bedrooms.

IS LEASED HOUSING AVAILABLE: No

IS GOVERNMENT OWNED HOUSING AVAILABLE: Yes, but this depends on when member arrives.  How many dependents the member has determines what he/she is eligible for.  Renting in town authorized after housing is at 95% capacity.

WHAT IS THE AVERAGE WAIT FOR HOUSING: This can be as long as 1 to 2 months and up to a year depending upon the time you arrive.  Often times it is considerably less due to higher availability rates. 

HOTEL/MOTEL: There is a Guest House that can be used for temporary quarters while waiting for housing assignment. There are also several Bed and Breakfast accommodations on the Island as well as a Comfort Inn and if traveling with pets,  you can stay at the Best Western.

WHERE DO MOST DEPENDENTS LIVE: There are 4 main housing areas:  Lake Louise, Aviation Hill, and Upper/Lower Government Hill.

WHER DO MOST DEPENDENTS RECEIVE MEDICAL CARE: The Coast Guard Rockmore-King Clinic, Providence Kodiak Island Medical Center (PKIMC), and Kodiak Island Medical Associates.

SCHOOL: Peterson Elementary is a new school next to the base. Additional elementary schools are Main, East, and North Star, located either in town or the surrounding borough. The middle and high schools are co-located centrally in town.

WHAT LEVEL OF TRICARE IS AVAIL: TRIWEST (Standard) and Prime Remote are currently available on the Island.

IS DELTA DENTAL AVAILABLE: No, only United Concordia. All local dentists accept this coverage.

IS IT ADVISABLE TO BRING DEPENDENTS ALONG WHEN REPORTING? Since Kodiak is an overseas assignment all personnel reporting in must go through overseas screening and receive entry approval from ISC Kodiak. If you are a single member and getting married in route to your new unit in Kodiak it is very important that you obtain entry approval for your new spouse and any children before you arrive.  Upon receiving entry approval, families are encouraged to come to Kodiak together. The overseas screening and entry approval process is required to be completed 15 days after receipt of orders
